NOTE 1- DESCRIPTION OF THE DISTRICT

The Lakota Local District (the “District”) islocated in Wood, Seneca, and Sandusky Counties,
and includesall of theVillage of Risingsun and portionsof Liberty and Orange Townships. The
District serves an area of approximately 146 square miles.

The District was established in 1959 through the consolidation of existing land areas and
Districts and is organized under Article VI, Sections 2 and 3 of the Constitution of the State of
Ohio. TheDistrict operatesunder alocally-el ected Board form of government consisting of five
members elected at-large for staggered four year terms. The District provides educational
services as authorized by state statute and/or federal guidelines.

The District ranks as the 404™ largest by enrollment among the 660 public and community
Districtsin Ohio and the third largest in Sandusky County. It is staffed by 74 non-certificated
employees and 92 certificated full-time teaching personnel, who provide services to 1,372
studentsand other community members. TheDistrict currently operates5instructional buildings
and 1 garage.

NOTE 2 - SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Thefinancial statementsof the District have been prepared in conformity with generally accepted
accounting principles(GAAP) asapplied to governmental units. The Governmental Accounting
Standards Board (GASB) is the accepted standard-setting body for establishing governmental
accounting and financial reporting principles.

A. Reporting Entity

TheDistrict’ sreporting entity hasbeen defined in accordance with GASB Statement No. 14,
TheFinancial Reporting Entity, effectivefor financial statementsfor periodsbeginning after
December 15, 1992. A reporting entity is comprised of the primary government, component
units, and other organizations that are included to ensure that thefinancial statements of the
District are not misleading. The primary government consists of al funds, departments,
boards, and agencies that are not legally separate from the District. For the District, this
includes general operations, food service, and student related activities.

Component units are legally separate organizations for which the District is financially
accountable. The District is financially accountable for an organization if the District
appoints avoting majority of the organization’s governing board and (1) the District isable
to significantly influence the programs or services performed or provided by the
organization; or (2) the District is legaly entitled to or can otherwise access the
organization’s resources; the District is legally obligated or has otherwise assumed the
responsibility to finance the deficits of, or provide financial support to, the organization or
the District is obligated for the debt of the organization. Component units may also include
organizations that are fiscally dependent on the District in that the District approves the
budget, the issuance of debt, or the levying of taxes for the organization. The financia
statementsof thereporting entity includeonly those of the District (the primary government).
The District hasno component units. Thefollowing organizationsare described dueto their
relationship to the District.

JOINTLY GOVERNED ORGANIZATIONS:

Northern Ohio Educational Computer Association - The District is a participant in the
Northern Ohio Educational Computer Association (NOECA), which is a computer
consortium. NOECA is an association of public Districts within the boundaries of Erie,
Huron, Ottawa, Sandusky, and Seneca Counties and Cities of Fremont, Huron, Sandusky,
Norwalk, Bellevue, Port Clinton, Fostoria, and Tiffin. The organization wasformed for the
purpose of applying modern technology (with the aid of computers and other electronic
equipment) to administrative and instructiona functions among member Districts. The
superintendent of each districtisontheBoard of Trustees. Financial informationisavailable
from Betty Schwiefert, who servesascontroller, at 2900 Columbus Avenue, Sandusky, Ohio
44870.

Vanguard-Sentinel Joint Vocational School - The Vanguard-Sentinel Joint V ocational
School (JVS) isadistinct political subdivision of the State of Ohio. The JVSis operated
under the direction of aBoard of Education, which consists of one representative from each
of the JV S sparticipating district’ selected board. The JV S possessesitsown budgeting and
taxing authority. Financia information is available from the Vanguard-Sentinel Joint
Vocational School, at 1306 Cedar Street, Fremont, Ohio 43420.

The District is also a participant in a public entity rick sharing pool, discussed in Note 11.

B. Fund Accounting

The District uses funds and account groups to report on itsfinancial position and the results
of its operations. Fund accounting is designed to demonstrate legal compliance and to aid
financial management by segregating transactions related to certain District functions or

activities.

A fund is defined as a fiscal and accounting entity with a self-balancing set of accounts
recording cash and other financial resources, together with al related liabilitiesand residual
equities or balances, and changes therein, which are segregated for the purpose of carrying
on specific activities or attaining certain objectives in accordance with special restrictions
or limitations. An account group is a financial reporting device designed to provide
accountability for certain assets and liabilities not recorded in the funds because they do not

directly affect net available expendable resources.

For financial statement presentation purposes, the various funds of the District are grouped
into the following generic fund types under the broad fund categories Governmental,

Proprietary, and Fiduciary.

GOVERNMENTAL FUND TYPES

Governmental fundsarethosethrough which most governmental functionsof theDistrict are
financed. Theacquisition, use, and balances of the District's expendable financial resources
and the related current liabilities (except those accounted for in Proprietary funds and trust
funds) are accounted for through Governmental funds. The following are the District's

Governmental Fund Types:

General Fund - The General Fund isthe operating fund of the District and isused to
account for all financial resources except those required to be accounted for in
another fund. The General fund balance is available to the District for any purpose
provided it is expended or transferred in accordance with applicable Ohio statute.

Special Revenue Funds - The Special Revenue Funds are used to account for the
proceeds of specific revenue sources (other than expendable trusts or major capital

projects) that are legally restricted to expenditure for specified purposes.

Debt Service Fund - The Debt Service Fund is used to account for the accumulation

of resourcesfor, and the payment of, general long-term obligation principal, interest,
and related costs.

Capital Projects Funds- The Capital Projects Fundsare used to account for financial
resources to be used for the acquisition or construction of major capital facilities
(other than those financed by proprietary funds or trust funds).

PROPRIETARY FUND TYPES

Proprietary funds are used to account for the District's ongoing activities which are similar
to those found in the private sector. The following are the District's proprietary fund types:

Enterprise Funds - Enterprise Funds are used to account for operations that are (a)
financed and operated in amanner similar to private business enterprises--where the
intent of the governing body is that the costs (expenses, including depreciation) of
providing goods or servicesto the general public on a continuing basis be financed
or recovered primarily through user charges; or (b) where the governing body has
decided that periodic determination of revenuesearned, expensesincurred, and/or net
incomeis appropriate for capital maintenance, public policy, management control,
accountability, or other purposes.

Internal Service Funds - The Internal Service Funds are used to account for the
financing of goods or services provided by one department or agency to other
departments or agencies of the district, or to other governmental units, on a
cost-reimbursement basis.

FIDUCIARY FUND TYPES

Trust and Agency Funds - These funds are used to account for assets held by the District in
atrustee capacity or as an agent for individuals, private organizations, other governmental
units, and/or other funds. The District’ sfiduciary fundsinclude an Expendable Trust Fund,
a Nonexpendable Trust Fund, and an Agency Fund. The Expendable Trust Fund is
accounted for in essentially the same manner as Governmental funds. The Nonexpendable
Trust Fund is accounted for in essentially the same manner as Proprietary funds. Agency
funds are custodial in nature (assets equal liabilities) and do not involve measurement of
results of operations. The Agency Fund is presented on abudget basi s, with note disclosure
(see Note 3), regarding items which, in other fund types, would be subject to accrual.

ACCOUNT GROUPS
To make a clear distinction between fixed assets related to specific funds and those of
genera government, and between long-term liabilities related to specific funds and those of
agenera nature, the following account groups are used:

General Fixed Assets Account Group - Thisaccount group is established to account

for all fixed assets of the District, other than those accounted for in the Proprietary
or Nonexpendable Trust funds.

General Long-Term Obligations Account Group - Thisaccount group is established
to account for all long-term obligations of the District except those accounted for in
the Proprietary or Nonexpendable Trust funds.

C. Measurement Focus and Basis of Accounting

The accounting and financial reporting treatment applied to a fund is determined by its
measurement focus. All Governmental funds and the Expendable Trust Fund are accounted
for using aflow of current financial resources measurement focus. With this measurement
focus, only current assets and current liabilities are generally included on the balance sheet.
Operating statements of these funds present increases (i.e., revenues and other financing
sources) and decreases (i.e., expenditures and other financing uses) in net current assets.

All Proprietary funds and the Nonexpendable Trust fund are accounted for on a flow of
economic resources measurement focus. With this measurement focus, all assets and all
liabilities associated with the operation of these funds are included on the balance sheet.
Fund equity (i.e., net total assets) issegregated into contributed capital and retained earnings
components. Proprietary and Nonexpendable Trust funds operating statements present
increases (i.e., revenues) and decreases (i.e., expenses) in net total assets.

Basis of accounting refersto when revenues and expenditures or expenses arerecognized in

the accounts and reported in the financial statements. Basis of accounting relates to the
timing of the measurements made.

The modified accrual basis of accounting is followed for Governmental and Expendable
Trust funds. Under the modified accrual basis of accounting, revenues are recognized when
they become both measurable and available to finance expenditures of the current period,
which for the District issixty days after the June 30 year-end. Revenues accrued at the end
of the year include interest, tuition, grants and entitlements (to the extent such grants and
entitlements relate to the current fiscal year), and accounts (student fees and rent). Current
property taxes measurabl e as of June 30, 2000, and which areintended to financefiscal 2001
operations, have been recorded as deferred revenues. Delinquent property taxes measurable
and available (received within 60 days) and amounts available as an advance on future tax
settlements are recognized as revenue at year-end. Taxes available for advance and
recognized as revenue but not received by the District prior to June 30, 2000, are reflected
asareservation of fund balance for future appropriations. The District is prohibited by law
from appropriating thisrevenuein accordance with ORC Section 5705.35, since an advance

of revenue was not requested or received prior to the fiscal year-end.

TheDistrict reportsdeferred revenue on itscombined balance sheet. Deferred revenuesarise
when a potential revenue does not meet both the "measurable" and "available” criteriafor
recognition in the current period. Deferred revenues also arise when resources are received
by the District before it has alegal claim to them, as when grant monies are received prior
to the incurrence of qualifying expenditures. In subsequent periods, when both revenue
recognition criteria are met, or when the government has alegal claim to the resources, the
liability for deferred revenue is removed from the combined balance sheet and revenue is

recognized.

Expenditures (decreasesin net financial resources) arerecognized inthe periodin whichthe
fund liability is incurred with the following exceptions. general long-term obligations
principal and interest are reported only when due; and the costs of accumulated unpaid
vacation and sick leave are reported as expenditures in the period in which they will be
liguidated with available financial resources rather than in the period earned by employees.
Allocations of cost, such as depreciation and amortization, are not recognized in

Governmental funds.

The accrual basis of accounting is utilized for reporting purposes by the Proprietary funds
and the Nonexpendable Trust fund. Revenues are recognized in the accounting period in
which they are earned, and expenses are recognized at the time they are incurred. Thefair
value of donated commodities used during the year is reported on the operating statement as
an expense with alike amount reported as donated commodities revenue. Unused donated

commodities are reported as deferred revenue.

D. Budgets

The budgetary processis prescribed by provisions of the Ohio Revised Code and entailsthe
preparation of budgetary documents within an established timetable. The major documents
prepared are the tax budget, the certificate of estimated resources, and the appropriation
resolution, all of which are prepared on the budgetary basis of accounting. The certificate
of estimated resourcesand the appropriation resol ution are subject to amendment throughout
the year with the legal restriction that appropriations cannot exceed estimated resources, as

certified. The specific timetable for fiscal year 2000 is as follows:

1 Prior to January 15 of the preceding year, the Superintendent and Treasurer submit
to the Board of Education a proposed operating budget for the fiscal year
commencing the following July 1. The budget includes proposed expenditures and
the means of financing for al funds. Public hearings are publicized and conducted
to obtain taxpayers comments. The expressed purpose of this budget document is

to reflect the need for existing (or increased) tax rates.

2. By no later than January 20, the Board-adopted budget is filed with the Sandusky

County Budget Commission for tax rate determination.

Prior to April 1, the Board of Education accepts, by formal resolution, the tax rates
asdetermined by the Budget Commission and receivesthe Commission's Certificate
of Estimated Resources which states the projected revenue of each fund. Prior to
June 30, the District must revise its budget so that total contemplated expenditures
from any fund during the ensuing year will not exceed the amount stated in the
Certificate of Estimated Resources. Therevised budget then servesasabasisfor the
appropriation measure. Onor about July 1, the Certificateisamended to include any
unencumbered bal ancesfrom the preceding year asreported by the District Treasurer.
The Certificate may be further amended during the year if projected increases or
decreasesin revenue areidentified by the District Treasurer. The amounts reported
in the budgetary statement reflect the amounts set forth in the final Amended
Certificate issued for fiscal year 2000.

By July 1, the annual appropriation resolution is legally enacted by the Board of
Education at the fund and function level of expenditures, whichisthelegal levels of
budgetary control. (State statute permits atemporary appropriation to be effective
until no later than October 1 of each year.) Resolution appropriations by fund must
bewithin the estimated resources as certified by the County Budget Commission and
thetotal of expenditures and encumbrances may not exceed the appropriation totals.

All fund, other than Agency funds, are legaly required to be budgeted and
appropriated. Short-term interest loans are not required to be budgeted since they
represent atemporary cash flow resource, and are intended to be repaid.

Any revisions that alter the total of any fund appropriation or alter total function
appropriations within afund must be approved by the Board of Education.

Formal budgetary integrationisemployed asamanagement control deviceduringthe
year for all funds consistent with the general obligation bond indenture and other
statutory provisions.

Appropriation amounts are as originaly adopted, or as amended by the Board of
Education through the year by supplemental appropriationswhich either reall ocated
or increased the original appropriated amounts. All supplemental appropriations
were legally enacted by the Board.

Unencumbered appropriations lapse at year end. Encumbered appropriations are
carried forward to the succeeding fiscal year and need not be reappropriated.
Expenditures plus encumbrances may not legally exceed budgeted appropriations at
the fund and function level.

Encumbrance accounting is utilized with District funds in the normal course of
operations, for purchase orders and contract related expenditures. An encumbrance
is a reserve on the available spending authority due to commitment for a future
expenditure and does not represent a liability. For Governmental Fund Types,
encumbrances outstanding at year end appear as a reserve to the fund balance on a
GAAP basis and as the equivalent of expenditures on anon-GAAP budgetary basis
in order to demonstrate legal compliance. Note 15 provides areconciliation of the
budgetary and GAAP basis of accounting and Note 12 provides disclosure of the
encumbrances outstanding for Enterprise funds at fiscal year end.

E. Cash and Investments

To improve cash management, cash received by the District is pooled. Monies for all
funds, including Proprietary funds, are maintained inthispool. Individual fundintegrity
ismaintained through the District’ srecords. Eachfund’ sinterest inthepool ispresented
as“Equity in pooled cash and cash equivalents’ (both unrestricted and restricted) on the
combined balance sheet.

During 2000, investments were limited to the State Treasury Asset Reserve of Ohio
(STAR Ohio), certificates of deposit and repurchase agreements.

Except for nonparticipating investment contracts, investments are reported at fair value,
which isbased on quoted market prices. Nonparticipating investment contracts such as
non-negotiable certificates of deposit and repurchase agreements are reported at cost.

STAROhioisaninvestment pool managed by the State Treasurer’ sOffice, which allows
governments within the State to pool their funds for investment purposes. STAR Ohio
is not registered with the SEC as an investment company, but does operate in amanner
consistent with Rule 2a7 of the Investment Company Act of 1940. Investmentsin STAR
Ohio arevalued at STAR Ohio’ s share price, which isthe price the investment could be
sold for on June 30, 2000.

Under existing Ohio statutes, all investment earnings are assigned to the General Fund
unless statutorily required to be credited to a specific fund. Interest revenue credited to
the General Fund during fiscal 2000 totaled $95,634, which included $31,224 assigned
from other funds of the District.

An analysis of the Treasurer's investment account at year end is provided in Note 4.

F. Materialsand SuppliesInventory
Inventories of Proprietary funds are stated at the lower of cost or market and cost is
determined on afirst-in, first-out basis. Inventories consist of donated food, purchased
food, and school supplies held for resale and are expensed when used.

G. Prepayments
Prepaymentsfor Governmental fundsrepresent cash disbursementswhich have occurred
and are therefore not current expendable resources. These items are reported as fund
assets on the balance sheet using the all ocation method, which amortizestheir cost over
the periods benefitting from the advance payment. At period end, because prepayments
are not available to finance future Governmental fund expenditures, the fund balanceis
reserved by an amount equal to the carrying value of the asset.

H. Fixed Assets and Depreciation

1. General Fixed Assets Account Group

General fixed assetsare capitalized at cost (or estimated historical cost) and updated
for the cost of additions and retirements during the year in the General Fixed Assets
Account Group. Donated fixed assets are recorded at their fair market values as of
thedate donated. TheDistrict followsthe policy of not capitalizing assetswith acost
of less than $500 and a useful life of less than five years. The costs of normal
maintenance and repairsthat do not add to the value of the asset or materially extend
an asset’ slifeare not capitalized, nor isinterest on debt issued to construct or acquire
general fixed assets. No depreciation is recognized for assets in the General Fixed
Assets Account Group. The District has not included infrastructure in the General
Fixed Asset Account Group.

2. Proprietary Funds and Non-Expendable Trust Funds

Equipment reflected in thesefundsare stated at historical cost or estimated historical
cost and updated for the cost of additions and retirements during the year. Donated
fixed assets are recorded at their fair market values as of the date donated.
Improvements are capitalized and depreciated over the remaining useful lives of the
related fixed assets.

For Governmental funds, intergovernmental revenues, such as entitlements and grants
awarded on anon-reimbursement basi's, are recorded as recei vables and revenues when
measurable and available. Reimbursement type grants are recorded as receivables and
revenueswhentherelated expendituresareincurred. Other than commodities, grantsand
entitlementsfor Proprietary fund operations (excluding commodities) are recognized as
non-operating revenues in the accounting period in which they are earned and become
measurable.

J. Interfund Transactions

Transactions between funds during the normal course of operations may occur. These
may include:

Transfers of resources from one fund to another fund. Theresourcestransferred are
to be expended for operations by the receiving fund and are recorded as operating
transfers, with the exception of Agency funds, which do not report transfers of
resources as operating transfers.

Reimbursementsfrom onefund to another aretreated asexpenditures/expensesinthe
reimbursing fund and a reduction in expenditures/expenses in the reimbursed fund.

Short-term interfund loans made pursuant to Board of Education Resolution are
reflected as*“interfund loansreceivable or payable’. Such interfund loansarerepaid
in the following fiscal year.

Quasi-external transactions are similar to the purchase of goods or services from a
vendor; i.e., the fund which provides aservice, records revenue, and the fund which
receives that service, records an expenditure/expense.

Residual equity transfers are non-recurring or non-routine permanent transfers of
equity, generally made when afund is closed.

6. Long-term interfund loans that will not be repaid within the next year are termed
"advances' and are shown asreservations of fund balances on the combined balance
sheet for those funds that report advances to other funds as assets because they are
not spendable, available resources.

An analysis of the District’s interfund transactions for fiscal year 2000 is presented in
Note 5.

K. Compensated Absences

Compensated absences of the District consist of vacation leave and sick leave to the
extent that payment to the employee for these absences are attributable to services
aready rendered and are not contingent on a specific event that is outside the control of
the District and the employee.

In accordance with the provisions of GASB Statement No. 16, Accounting for
Compensated Absences, a liability for vacation leave is accrued if a) the employees
rights to payment are attributable to services aready rendered; and b) it is probabl e that
the employer will compensate the employees for the benefits through paid time off or
other means, such as cash payment at termination or retirement. A liability for severance
is accrued using the vesting method; i.e., the liability is based on the sick leave
accumulated at the balance sheet date by those employees who are currently eligible to
receive termination (severance) payments, as well as those employees expected to
become eligible in the future. For purposes of establishing aliability for severance on
employees expected to become eligible to retire in the future, all employees with eight
(8) or more years of service at the District were considered expected to become eligible
to retire in accordance with GASB Statement No. 16.

The total liability for vacation and sick leave payments has been calculated using pay
ratesin effect at the balance sheet date, and reduced to the maximum payment allowed
by labor contract and/or statute, plus any applicable additional salary related payments.
For Governmental funds, the District recordsaliability for accumul ated unused vacation
time when earned for al employees with more than one year of service.

The criteria for determining vacation and sick leave components are derived from
negotiated agreements and State laws. Classified employees earn ten to twenty days of
vacation per fiscal year, depending upon length of service. Accumulated, unused
vacation time is paid to classified employees and administrators upon termination of
employment. Teachers do not earn vacation time.

Teachers, administrators, and classified employees earn sick |eave at therate of one and
one-fourth days per month. Sick leave may be accumulated up to a maximum of 217
daysfor al personnel. Upon retirement, payment is made for one-fourth of accrued, but
unused sick leave credit to amaximum of 60 daysfor classified and certified employees.

Accumulated vacation and severance of Governmental Fund Type employees meeting
the above requirements have been recorded in the appropriate Governmental fund as a
current liability to the extent that the amounts are expected to be payable within the
current available period. The balance of the liability is recorded in the General Long-
Term Obligations Account Group. Vacation and sick leave for employees meeting the
aboverequirementswho are paid from Proprietary fundsisrecorded as an expensewhen
earned.

L. Long-Term Obligations

Ingeneral, Governmental fund payablesand accrued liabilitiesarereported asobligations
of the funds regardless of whether they will be liquidated with current resources.
However, compensated absences and contractually required pension contributions that
will be paid from Governmental funds are reported as a liability in the General Long-
Term Obligations Account Group to the extent that they will not be paid with current
available expendable financial resources. Payments made more than two months after
year end are considered not to have used current available financial resources. Bonds,
capital leases, and long-term notes and loans are reported as a liability of the General
Long-Term Obligations Account Group until due.

Long-term debt and other obligations financed by Proprietary funds are reported as
liabilities in the appropriate Proprietary funds.

M. Fund Equity

TheDistrict recordsreservationsfor portionsof fund equity which arelegally segregated
for specific future use or which do not represent available expendable resources and
therefore are not available for appropriation or expenditure. Unreserved fund balance
indicates that portion of fund equity which is available for appropriation in future
periods. Fund equity reserves are established for encumbrances, prepayments, property
taxes, principal endowment, instructional materials, capital improvements, budget
stabilization and advances. Thereservefor property taxes represents taxes recognized
as revenue under generally accepted accounting principles but not available for
appropriations under State statute.

O. Restricted Assets

Restricted assets in the General fund represent cash and cash equivalents set aside to
establish abudget stabilization and other reserves. These reservesarerequired by State
statute and can be used only after receiving approval from the State Superintendent of
Public Instruction and/or for statutorily-specified purposes. Reservationsof fund balance
have also been recorded. See statutory reservesin Note 2.N.

P. Statement of Cash Flows

In September 1989, GA SB issued Statement No. 9, Reporting Cash Flows of Proprietary
and Nonexpendable Trust Funds and Governmental Entities That Use Proprietary Fund
Accounting. The District has presented a statement of cash flowsfor its Proprietary and
Nonexpendable Trust funds. For purposes of the statement of cash flows, the District
considers cash equivalentsto include all short term investments (maturity of 90 days or
less from date of purchase).

Q. Parochial Schools

Within the District boundaries, St. Mary’ s Elementary School isoperated by the Toledo
Catholic Diocese. Current state legislation provides funding to this parochial school.
These monies are received and disbursed on behalf of the parochia school by the
Treasurer of theDistrict, asdirected by the parochial school. Thereceipt and expenditure
of these state monies by the District are reflected as Special Revenue fundsfor financial
reporting purposes.

R. Financial Reporting for Proprietary and Similar Fund Types

The District's financial statements have been prepared in accordance with GASB
Statement No. 20, Accounting and Financial Reporting for Proprietary Funds and Other
Governmental EntitiesThat Use Proprietary Fund Accounting. TheDistrict accountsfor
its proprietary activities in accordance with all applicable GASB pronouncements, as
well as pronouncements of the Financial Accounting Standards Board (FASB) and its
predecessors issued on or before November 30, 1989, unless those pronouncements
conflict with or contradict GASB pronouncements.

S. Estimates

The preparation of financial statementsin conformity with GAAP requires management
to make estimates and assumptions that affect the amounts reported in the financial
statements and accompanying notes. Actual results may differ from those estimates.

T. Total Columnson General Purpose Financial Statements

Total columns on the general purpose financial statements are captioned “Total
(Memorandum Only)” to indicate that they are presented only to facilitate financial
analysis. Datain these columns do not present financial position, results of operations,
or cash flows in conformity with generally accepted accounting principles. Neither is
such data comparable to a consolidation. Interfund eliminations have not been madein
the aggregation of this data

NOTE 4- EQUITY IN POOLED CASH AND CASH EQUIVALENTS
State statutes classify monies held by the District into three categories.

Activedepositsare public deposits necessary to meet current demands on thetreasury. Such
monies must be maintained either as cash in the District treasury, in commercia accounts
payable or withdrawable on demand, including negotiable order of withdrawal (NOW)
accounts, or in money market deposit accounts.

Inactive deposits are public deposits the Board of Education has identified as not required
for use within the current two year period of designation of depositories. Inactive deposits
must either be evidenced by certificates of deposit maturing not later than the end of the
current period of designation of depositories, or by savingsor deposit accountsincluding, but
not limited to, passbook accounts.

Interim deposits are deposits of interim monies. Interim monies are those monieswhich are
not needed for immediate use but which will be needed before the end of the current period
of designation of depositories. Interim deposits must be evidenced by time certificates of
deposit maturing not more than one year from the date of deposit or by savings accounts,
including passbook accounts.

Protection of the District’s deposits is provided by the Federal Deposit Insurance
Corporation, by eligible securities pledged by the financial institution as security for
repayment, by surety company bondsdeposited with the Treasurer by thefinancial institution
or by asingle collateral pool established by the financial institution to secure the repayment
of al public moneys deposited with the institution.

Interim monies may be deposited or invested in the following securities:

All federal agency securities shall be direct
issuances of federal government agencies or instrumentalities;

Written repurchase agreements in the securities listed above provided that the market
value of the securities subject to the repurchase agreement must exceed the principal
value of the agreement by at least two percent and be marked to market daily, and that
the term of the agreement must not exceed thirty days;

Bonds and other obligations of the State of Ohio;

No-load money market mutual funds consisting exclusively of obligations described in
division (1) or (2) and repurchase agreements secured by such obligations, provided that
investments in securities described in this division are made only through €eligible
institutions;

The State Treasurer’ sinvestment pool (STAR Ohio);

Certain bankers' acceptancesand commercia paper notesfor aperiod not to exceed one

hundred and eighty days from the date of purchase in an amount not to exceed twenty-
five percent of the interim moneys available for investment at any one time; and,

8. Under limited circumstances, corporate debt instruments rated in either of the two
highest rating classifications by at least two nationally recognized rating agencies.

Investmentsin stripped principal or interest obligations, reverse repurchase agreements and
derivativesareprohibited. Theissuance of taxable notesfor the purpose of arbitrage, theuse
of leverage and short selling are also prohibited. An investment must mature within five
yearsfrom the date of purchase unlessmatched to aspecific obligation or debt of the District,
and must be purchased with the expectation that it will be held to maturity. Investments may
only be made through specified dealers and institutions. Payment for investments may be
made only upon delivery of the securities representing the investments to the Treasurer or
qualified trustee or, if the securities are not represented by a certificate, upon receipt of
confirmation of transfer from the custodian.

Cash on Hand: At year end, the District had $2,020 in undeposited cash on hand which is
included on the combined balance sheet as part of “Equity in Pooled Cash and Cash
Equivalents’, but is not included in the total amount of deposits reported below.

The following information classifies deposits and investments by categories of risk as
defined in GASB Statement No. 3, Deposits With Financia Institutions, Investments
(including Repurchase Agreements), and Reverse Repurchase Agreements.

Deposits: At year-end the carrying amount of the District’ s deposits was $(29,631) and the
bank balance was $20,460. A liability was not recorded for the negative carrying amount of
deposits because there was no actual overdraft, due to the “zero-balance” nature of the
District’ sbank accounts. The entire bank balance was covered by federal deposit insurance.

Investments. The District’ sinvestments are required to be categorized to give an indication
of thelevel of risk assumed by the District at year end. Category 1 includesinvestmentsthat
areinsured or registered or for which the securitiesare held by the District or itsagent in the
District’sname. Category 2 includes uninsured and unregistered investments for which the
securities are held by the counterparty’ s trust department or agent in the District’s name.
Category 3 includesuninsured and unregistered investmentsfor which thesecuritiesare held
by the counterparty, or by itstrust department or agent but not inthe District’sname. STAR
Ohioisanunclassifiedinvestment sinceitisnot evidenced by securitiesthat existin physical
or book entry form.

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NOTE 6 - PROPERTY TAXES

Property taxes are levied and assessed on a caendar year basis. Distributions from the
second half of the calendar year occur in a new fiscal year and are intended to finance the
operations of that year. Property taxesinclude amountslevied against al real, public utility
and tangible (used in business) property located in the District.

Real property taxes and public utility taxes are levied after April 1 on the assessed value
listed as of the prior January 1, the lien date. Assessed values are established by State law
at 35% of appraised market value.

Public utility property taxes are assessed on tangible personal property, aswell asland and
improvements. Real property is assessed at 35% of market value and personal property is
assessed at 100% of market value, except for the persona property of rura electric
companies, whichisassessed 50% of market value, and railroads, which are assessed at 29%.

Tangible personal property taxes attach as alien and are levied on January 1 of the current
year. Tangible personal property assessments are 25% of true value. The first $10,000 of
assessed value is exempt from taxation. The District receives a state subsidy in lieu of tax
revenue which would otherwise have been collected.

Real property taxes are payable annually or semi-annually. If paid annually, payment isdue
January 20; if paid semi-annually, the first payment is due January 20 with the remainder
payable by June 20.

Tangible personal property taxes paid by multi-county taxpayers are due September 20.
Singlecounty taxpayersmay pay annually or semi-annually. If paid annually, payment isdue
April 30; if paid semi-annually, thefirst payment isdue April 30, with theremainder payable
by September 20.

The District receives property taxes from Sandusky, Wood, and Seneca Counties. The
County Auditor periodically advances to the District its portion of the taxes collected.
Second-half real property tax payments collected by the County as of June 30, 2000 are
availableto finance fiscal year 2001 operations. The amount available to be advanced can
vary based on the date the tax bills are sent.

Accrued property taxes receivabl e represent delinquent taxes outstanding and real property,
personal property and public utility taxes which became measurable as of June 30, 2000.
Although total property tax collections for the next fiscal year are measurable, they are not
(exclusive of advances) intended to finance current year operations. Thenet receivable(total
receivable less amount available intended to finance the current year) is therefore offset by
acredit to deferred revenue.

Taxesavailablefor advance and recognized as revenue but not received by the District prior
to June 30, 2000, arereflected asareservation of fund balancefor future appropriations. The
Digtrict is prohibited by law from appropriating this revenue in accordance with ORC
Section 5705.35, since an advance of revenue was not requested or received prior to the
fiscal year-end. Available tax advances at June 30, 2000, totaled $313,501 in the General
fund.

NOTE 7 - RECEIVABLES

Receivables at June 30, 2000, consisted of property taxes, accounts (rent, billings for user
charged services, and student fees), interfund loans, and intergovernmental grants (to the
extent they are intended to finance the current fiscal year). All receivables are considered
collectible in full due to the ability to foreclose for the nonpayment of taxes, the stable
condition of State programs, and the current fiscal year guarantee of Federal funds.

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NOTE 9- CAPITALIZED LEASES- LESSEE DISCLOSURE

In prior years, the District has entered into capitalized |eases for the acquisition of copiers.
The terms of each agreement provide optionsto purchase the equipment. Each lease meets
the criteriaof acapital lease as defined by FASB Statement No. 13, Accounting for L eases,
which definesacapital |ease generally asonewhich transfersbenefitsand risks of ownership
to the lessee at the conclusion of the lease term.

Capital lease payments have been reclassified and are reflected as debt service expenditures
in the Combined Financial Statement of Revenues, Expenditures and Changes in Fund
Balances-All Governmental Fund Types and Expendable Trust Fund. These expenditures
are reflected as program/function expenditures on a budgetary basis. General fixed assets
acquired by lease have been capitalized in the General Fixed Asset Account Group in the
amount of $42,379, which is equal to the present value of the future minimum lease
payments as of the date of their inception. A corresponding liability was recorded in the
Genera Long-Term Obligations Account Group. Principal paymentsin the 2000 fiscal year
totaled $8,233.

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NOTE 10- LONG-TERM OBLIGATIONS

A. Energy Conservation Notes - On December 9, 1989, the District issued $239,050 in
unvoted general obligation notes for the purpose of providing energy conservation
measures for the District, under the authority of Ohio Revised Code sections 133.06(G)
and 3313.372. The notes were issued for aten year period with final maturity during
fiscal year 2000. The notes were retired during the fiscal year.

B. During the year ended June 30, 2000, the following changes occurred in liabilities
reported inthe Genera Long-Term Obligations Account Group. Compensated absences
and the pension obligation payablewill be paid from thefund from which the empl oyees
salaries are paid. Compensated absences are reported net of actual increases and
decreases due to the practicality of determining these values.

C. The Ohio Revised Code provides that voted net general obligation debt of the District
shall never exceed 9% of the total assessed valuation of the District. The code further
providesthat unvoted indebtedness shall not exceed 1/10 of 1% of the property valuation
of the District. The code further provides that unvoted indebtedness for energy
conservation measures shall not exceed 9/10 of 1% of the property valuation of the
District.

The effects of these debt limitations at June 30, 2000, are a voted debt margin of

$9,350,798 an unvoted debt margin of $103,898, and an unvoted energy conservation
debt margin of $935,080.
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NOTE 11 - RISK MANAGEMENT

The District is exposed to various risks of loss related to torts; theft or damage to, and
destruction of assets; errors and omissions; injuries to employees; and natural disasters.
Duringfiscal year 2000, the District contracted with Nationwide Insurancefor fleet insurance
and liability insurance, and with UticaNational Insurance Group for property, inland marine
and crime coverage. Coverages provided by these companies are as follows:

Settled claims have not exceeded this commercial coverage in any of the past three years.
There has been no significant reductions in the amount of coverage from the prior year.

For fiscal year 2000, the District participated in the Ohio School Boards Association
Workers Compensation Group Rating Program (GRP), an insurance purchasing pool. The
intent of the GRP isto achievethe benefit of areduced premium for the District by virtue of
its grouping and representation with other participants in the GRP. The workers
compensation experience of the participating Districtsis calculated as one experience and
a common premium rate is applied to al Districts in the GRP. Each participant pays its
workers compensation premium to the State based on the rate for the GRP rather than its
individual rate. Total savings are then calculated and each participant’s individual
performance is compared to the overall savings of the GRP. A participant will then either
receive money from or be required to contribute to the * Equity Pooling Fund”. This*equity
pooling” arrangement ensuresthat each participant sharesequally inthe overall performance
of the GRP. Participation in the GRP is limited to Districts that can meet the GRP's
selection criteria. Thefirm of GatesMcDonald & Co. provides administrative, cost control
and actuarial servicesto the GRP.

Dental insurance is offered to employees through a self-insured program. All funds of the
Digtrict participate in the program and make payments to the dental self-insurance Internal
Service fund based on actuarial estimates of the amounts needed to pay prior- and current-
year claims. The monthly premiums for dental are $19.43 for single coverage and $44.42
for family coverage. Thedental self-insurancefund provides coverage of up to amaximum
of $1,500 per individual per year. The District utilizes a third party administrator, Ohio
Benefits Group, to review al claims, which are then paid by the District. Thereisno stop-
loss coverage. Settled claims have not exceeded self-insured coverage since the inception
of this program.

Theclaimsliability of $3,105 reported in the Internal Service fund at June 30, 2000, is based
on an estimate provided by the third party administrator and the requirements of GASB
Statement No. 10, Accounting and Financial Reporting for Risk Financing and Related
Insurance Issues, as amended by GASB Statement No. 30, Risk Financing Omnibus, which
requires that a liability for unpaid claim costs, including estimates of costs relating to
incurred but not reported claims, be accrued at the estimated ultimate cost of settling the
claims.

NOTE 13- DEFINED BENEFIT PENSION PLANS
A. School Employees Retirement System

The District contributes to the School Employees Retirement System of Ohio (SERS),
a cost-sharing multiple employer defined benefit pension plan. SERS provides basic
retirement and disability benefits, cost-of -living adjustments, and death benefitsto plan
members and beneficiaries. Authority to establish and amend benefitsis established by
Chapter 3309 of the Ohio Revised Code. SERSissuesa publicly available, stand-alone
financial report that includes financial statements and required supplementary
information. Thereport may be obtained by writing to the School Empl oyees Retirement
System, 45 North Fourth Street, Columbus, Ohio 43215-3634.

Plan members are required to contribute 9 percent of their annual covered salary and the
District isrequired to contribute at an actuarially determined rate, which wasl4 percent
for 2000; 5.55 percent was the portion to fund pension obligations. The contribution
ratesof plan members and employers are established and may be amended by the School
Employees Retirement Board, up to maximum amounts allowed by State statute. The
adequacy of the contribution rates is determined annually. The District’s required
contributions for pension obligationsto SERS for the fiscal years ended June 30, 2000,
1999, and 1998 were $195,438, $182,731, and $144,564, respectively; 52 percent has
been contributed for fiscal year 2000 and 100 percent for thefiscal years 1999 and 1998.
$94,386, which represents the unpaid contribution for fiscal year 2000, isrecorded asa
liability within the respective funds and the General Long-Term Obligations Account
Group.

B. State TeachersRetirement System

TheDistrict contributesto the State Teachers Retirement System of Ohio (STRS), acost-
sharing multiple employer public employee retirement system administered by the State
Teachers Retirement Board. STRS provides basic retirement benefits, disability,
survivor, and health care benefits based on eligible service credit to members and
beneficiaries. Benefits are established by Chapter 3307 of the Ohio Revised Code.
STRSissues apublicly available financial report that includes financial statements and
required supplementary information for STRS. The report may be obtained by writing
tothe State Teachers Retirement System, 275 East Broad Street, Columbus, Ohio 43215-
3771.

NOTE 13 - DEFINED BENEFIT PENSION PLANS - (Continued)

Plan members are required to contribute 9.3 percent of their annual covered salary and
the District is required to contribute 14 percent; 6 percent was the portion used to fund
pension obligations. Contribution ratesare established by the State Teachers Retirement
Board, upon recommendation of itsconsulting actuary, not to exceed statutory maximum
rates of 10 percent for members and 14 percent for employers. The District’srequired
contributions for pension obligationsto STRS for the fiscal years ended June 30, 2000,
1999, and 1998 were $694,129, $734,961, and $514,654, respectively; 88 percent has
been contributed for fiscal year 2000 and 100 percent for thefiscal years 1999 and 1998.
$80,666, which represents the unpaid contribution for fiscal year 2000, isrecorded asa
liability within the respective funds.

C. Social Security System

Effective July 1, 1991, all employees not otherwise covered by the SERS or the STRS
have an option to choose Social Security or the SERS/STRS. As of June 30, 2000, no
members of the Board of Education have elected Social Security.

NOTE 14 - POSTEMPLOYMENT BENEFITS

The District provides comprehensive health care benefits to retired teachers and their
dependents through the State Teachers Retirement System (STRS), and to retired non-
certified employees and their dependents through the School Empl oyees Retirement System
(SERS). Benefits include hospitalization, physicians fees, prescription drugs, and
reimbursement of monthly Medicare premiums. Benefit provisions and the obligations to
contribute are established by the Systems based on authority granted by State statute. Both
systems are funded on a pay-as-you-go basis.

The State Teachers Retirement Board has statutory authority over how much, if any, of the
health care costs will be absorbed by STRS. Most benefit recipients are required to pay a
portion of health care cost in the form of a monthly premium. By Ohio law, the cost of
coveragepaid from STRSfundsshall beincludedintheemployer contribution rate, currently
14 percent of covered payroll. For this fiscal year, the Board alocated employer
contributions equal to 8 percent of covered payroll to the Health Care Reserve Fund. For the
District, this amount equaled $396,645 during the 2000 fiscal year.
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NOTE 14 - POSTEMPLOYMENT BENEFITS - (Continued)

STRS pays health care benefitsfrom the Health Care Reserve Fund. Thebalanceinthe Fund
was $2.783 billion at June 30, 1999. Asof July 1, 1999, digible benefit recipients totaled
95,796. For the fisca year ended June 30, 1999, net health care costs paid by STRS were
$249,929,000.

For SERS, coverage is made available to service retirees with ten or more fiscal years of
qualifying service credit, disability, and survivor benefit recipients. Membersretiring on or
after August 1, 1989, with less than twenty-five years of service credit must pay a portion of
their premium for health care. The portion isbased on years of service up to amaximum of
75 percent of the premium.

For thisfiscal year, employer contributionsto fund health care benefits were 8.45 percent of
covered payroll, anincreasefrom 6.30 percent for fiscal year 1999. Inaddition, SERSlevies
a surcharge to fund health care benefits equal to 14 percent of the difference between a
minimum pay and the member’s pay, pro-rated for partial service credit. For fiscal year
2000, the minimum pay has been established at $12,400. The surcharge, added to the
unallocated portion of the 14 percent employer contribution rate, provides for maintenance
of the asset target level for the health care fund.

The target level for the health care reserve is 150 percent of annual health care expenses.
Expenses for hedlth care at June 30, 1999, were $126,380,984 and the target level was
$189.6 million. At June 30, 1999, SERS had net assets available for payment of health care
benefits of $188 million. SERS has approximately 51,000 participants currently receiving
health care benefits. For the District, the amount to fund health care benefits, including the
surcharge, equaled $143,090 during the 2000 fiscal year.

NOTE 15- BUDGETARY BASISOF ACCOUNTING

Whilethe District isreporting financial position, results of operations, and changesin fund
bal ances/retai ned earnings on the basisof generally accepted accounting principles(GAAP),
the budgetary basis as provided by law is based upon accounting for certain transactions on
a basis of cash receipts, disbursements, and encumbrances. The Combined Statement of
Revenues, Expenditures and Changes in Fund Balances - Budget and Actual Comparison
(Non-GAAPBudgetary Basis) - All Governmental Fund Typesispresented onthe budgetary
basis to provide a meaningful comparison of actual results with the budget.

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NOTE 16 - CONTINGENCIES
A. Grants

The District received financial assistance from federal and state agenciesin the form of
grants. The expenditure of funds received under these programs generally requires
compliance with terms and conditions specified in the grant agreements and is subject
to audit by the grantor agencies. Any disallowed claimsresulting from such audits could
becomealiability of the general fund or other applicablefunds. However, intheopinion
of management, any such disallowed claims will not have a material adverse effect on
the overall financial position of the District at June 30, 2000.

B. Litigation
The District isinvolved in no material litigation either as a plaintiff or defendant.
C. School Funding Decision

On March 24, 1997, the Ohio Supreme Court rendered a decision declaring certain
portions of the Ohio school funding plan unconstitutional. The Court stayed the effect
of itsruling for one year to allow the State' s legislature to design a plan to remedy the
perceived defects in that system. Declared unconstitutional was the State’s “school
foundation program”, which provides significant amounts of monetary support to this
District. During the fiscal year ended June 30, 2000, the District received total support
of $4,535,412.

Since the Supreme Court ruling, numerous pieces of |egislation have been passed by the
State General Assembly in an attempt to addressthe issuesidentified by the Court. The
Court of Common Pleasin Perry County reviewed the new lawsand, inadecisionissued
on February 26, 1999, determined they are not sufficiently responsive to the
constitutional issues raised under the “thorough and efficient” clause of the Ohio
Consgtitution. The State appeal ed the decision made by the Court of Common Pleas to
the Ohio Supreme Court. On May 11, 2000, the Ohio Supreme Court rendered an
opinion on thisissue. The Court concluded, “...the mandate of the (Ohio) Constitution
has not been fulfilled.” The Court’s mgjority recognized efforts by the Ohio General
Assembly taken in response to the Court’s March 24, 1997, decision, however, it found
seven “...mgor areas warrant further attention, study, and development by the Genera
Assembly...,” including the State’s reliance on local property tax funding, the state’s
basic aid formula, the school foundation program, as discussed above, the mechanism
for, and adequacy of, funding for school facilities, and the existence of the State’ s School
Solvency Assistance Fund, which the Court found took the place of the unconstitutional
emergency school loan assistance program.

The Court decided to maintain jurisdiction over these issues and continued the case at
least until June 15, 2001.

As of the date of these financial statements, the District is unable to determine what

effect, if any, this ongoing litigation will have on its future State funding under this
program and on its financial operations.

functions. Our consideration of the internal control over financial reporting would not necessarily
disclose al matters in the internal control that might be reportable conditions and, accordingly,
would not necessarily disclose al reportable conditions that are also considered to be material
weaknesses. However, we believe none of the reportable conditions described above are amaterial
weakness.
