Our responsibility isto expressan
opinion on these general purpose financial statements based on our audit.

We conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of Americaand
the standards applicable to financial audits contained in Government Auditing Standards, issued by the Comptroller
General of the United States.

NOTE 1- DESCRIPTION OF THE SCHOOL DISTRICT

The Crestline Exempted Village School District (the “District”) is a body politic and
corporate established for the purpose of exercising the rights and privileges conveyed to it
by the constitution and laws of the State of Ohio.

The District ranks as the 488" largest by enrollment among the 682 public and community
school districtsinthe State. The District operatesunder alocally-elected five-member Board
form of government and provideseducational servicesasauthorized by itscharter and further
mandated by state and/or federal agencies. This Board controls the District’s four
instructional/support facilities staffed by 73 classified, 51 certificated full-time teaching
personnel, and seven administrators who provide services to 1,047 students and other
community members.

NOTE 2 - SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

The financial statements of the District have been prepared in conformity with generally
accepted accounting principles (GAAP) as applied to governmental units. The
Governmental Accounting Standards Board (GASB) is the accepted standard-setting body
for establishing governmental accounting and financial reporting principles. The District
also applies Financial Accounting Standards Board (FASB) Statements and Interpretations
issued on or before November 30, 1989, to its proprietary activities provided they do not
conflict with or contradict GASB pronouncements. The District's significant accounting
policies are described below.

A. Reporting Entity

TheDistrict'sreporting entity has been defined in accordance with GASB Statement No.
14, “The Financial Reporting Entity.” When applying GASB Statement No. 14,
management has considered all potential component units. The basic, but not the only,
criterion for including a potential component unit within the reporting entity is the
Board's ability to exercise significant oversight responsibility. The most significant
manifestation of this ability is financial interdependence. Other manifestations of the
ability to exercise oversight responsibility include, but are not limited to, the selection
of the governing authority, the designation of management, the ability to significantly
influence operations, and the accountability for fiscal matters. A second criterion used
in evaluating potential component units is the scope of public service. Application of
this criterion involves considering whether the activity benefits the District and/or its
citizens.

A third criterion used to evaluate potential component units for inclusion or exclusion
from the reporting entity isthe existence of special financing relationships, regardl ess of
whether the District is able to exercise oversight responsibilities. Based upon the
application of these criteria, the District has no component units. The following
organizations are described due to their relationship with the District:

PUBLIC ENTITY RISK POOL

Ohio School Boards Association (OSBA) Workers Compensation Group Rating
Program (GRP)

TheDistrict participatesin agroup rating plan for workers' compensation as established
in Section 4123.29 of the Ohio Revised Code (see Note 12.D).

JOINTLY GOVERNED ORGANIZATION

Heartland Council of Governments (the COG)

The COG (formerly know as North Central Ohio Computer Cooperative) is ajointly
governed organization among 15 school districts and one county educational service
center. The COG was formed for the purpose of applying modern technology with the
aid of computers and other electronic technology to administrative and instructional
functions. Each member district supports the COG based on a per pupil charge
dependent upon the software package utilized. The COG is governed by a Board of
Directors consisting of superintendents of the members school districts. The degree of
control exercised by any school district islimited to its representation on the Board. In
accordance with GASB Statement No. 14, the District does not have any equity interest
in the COG. Financia information can be obtained from the treasurer for the Pioneer
Career and Technology Center, who serves as fiscal agent, at 27 Ryan Road, Shelby,
Ohio 44875-0309.

RELATED ENTITY

Crestline Public Library (the “Library”)

The District appoints the governing board of the Library; however, the District cannot
influence the Library’s operation, nor does the Library represent a potential financial
benefit for or burden on the District. The District servesin aministerial capacity asthe
taxing authority for the Library. Oncethe Library Board determinesto present alevy to
the voters, including the determination of its rate and duration, the District must place
thelevy ontheballot. The Library may not issue debt. The Library determinesits own
budget.

B. Fund Accounting

The District usesfunds and account groupsto report itsfinancial position and theresults
of its operations. A fund is a separate accounting entity with a self-balancing set of
accounts. An account group, on the other hand, isafinancial reporting device designed
to provide accountability for certain assets and liabilities that are not recorded in the
funds because they do not directly affect net expendable available financia resources.
Fund accounting is designed to demonstrate legal compliance and to aid financial
management by segregating transactions related to certain school district activities or
functions. Funds are classified into three categories. Governmental, Proprietary, and
Fiduciary. Each category is divided into separate fund types.

GOVERNMENTAL FUNDS

Governmental funds are those through which most governmental functions of the
Didtrict are financed. The acquisition, use and balances of the District's expendable
financial resources and the related liabilities (except those accounted for in proprietary
funds) are accounted for through governmental funds. The following are the District's
governmental fund types:

General Fund - The genera fund isthe general operating fund of the District and is
used to account for all financial resources, except those required to be accounted for
inanother fund. The general fund balanceisavailableto the District for any purpose
provided it is expended or transferred according to the general laws of the State of
Ohio.

Special Revenue Funds - The specia revenue funds are used to account for the
proceeds of specific revenue sources (other than expendable trusts or major capita
projects) that are legally restricted to expenditures for specified purposes.

Debt Service Fund - The debt service fund is used to account for the accumulation
of resources for, and the payment of, general long-term debt principal, interest, and
related costs.

Capital Projects Funds- The capital projectsfunds are used to account for financial
resources to be used for the acquisition and construction of major capital facilities
(other than those financed by proprietary funds).

PROPRIETARY FUNDS

Proprietary funds are used to account for the District's ongoing activities, which are
similar to those often found in the private sector where the determination of net income
isnecessary or useful to sound financial administration. Thefollowing arethe District's
proprietary fund types:

Enterprise Funds - The enterprise funds are used to account for operations (a) that
arefinanced and operated in amanner similar to private business enterprises--where
the intent of the governing body is that the costs (expenses, including depreciation)
of providing goodsor servicesto the general public onacontinuing basisbefinanced
or recovered primarily through user charges; or (b) where the governing body has
decided that periodic determination of revenuesearned, expensesincurred, and/or net
income is appropriate for capital maintenance, public policy, management control,
accountability, or other purposes.

Internal Service Funds - The internal service funds are used to account for the
financing of goods and services provided by one department or agency to other
departments or agencies of the district, or to other governments, on a cost-
reimbursement basis.

FIDUCIARY FUNDS

Fiduciary funds are used to account for assets held by the District in atrustee capacity or
as an agent for individuals, private organizations, other governmental units and/or other
funds. Theseinclude an expendable trust fund, a nonexpendable trust fund and agency
funds. The expendable trust fund is accounted for in the same manner as governmental
funds. The nonexpendabletrust fund isaccounted for in the same manner as proprietary
funds. Agency funds are custodial in nature (assets equal liabilities) and do not involve
measurement of resultsof operations. The agency fundsare presented on abudget basis,
with note disclosure, regarding items, which, in other fund types, would be subject to
accrual. There were no agency accruals at June 30, 2001.

ACCOUNT GROUPS
To make a clear distinction between fixed assets related to specific funds and those of
the general government, and between long-term liabilities related to specific funds and
those of general nature, the following account groups are used.
General Fixed Assets Account Group - This group of accounts is established to

account for all fixed assets of the District, other than those accounted for in the
proprietary or trust funds.

General Long-Term Obligations Account Group - This group of accounts is
established to account for all long-term obligations of the District, other than those
accounted for in the proprietary funds.

C. Measurement Focus/Basis of Accounting

The accounting and financial reporting treatment applied to afund is determined by its
measurement focus. All governmental fundsand the expendabl etrust fund are accounted
for usingacurrent financial resourcesmeasurement focus. With thismeasurement focus,
only current assets and current liabilities generally are included on the balance sheet.
Operating statements of these funds present increases (revenues and other financing
sources) and decreases (expenditures and other financing uses) in net current assets.

All proprietary funds and the nonexpendable trust fund are accounted for on a flow of
economic resources measurement focus. With thismeasurement focus, all assetsand all
liabilitiesassociated with the operations of these funds areincluded on the bal ance sheet.
Proprietary fund type operating statements present increases (revenues) and decreases
(expenses) in net total assets.

The modified accrua basis of accounting is followed for governmental funds and the
expendable trust fund. Under the modified accrual basis of accounting, revenues are
recogni zed when they become both measurable and avail abl e to finance expenditures of
the current period, which for the District is60 days after the June 30 year-end. Revenues
accrued at the end of the year include taxes, (to the extent they are intended to finance
thecurrent fiscal year), interest, and accounts (student feesand tuition). Current property
taxes measurable as of June 30, 2001, and which are intended to finance fiscal 2002
operations, have been recorded as deferred revenues. Delinquent property taxes
measurable and available (received within 60 days) are recognized as revenue. In
proprietary funds, unused donated commodities are reported as deferred revenue.

TheDistrict reports deferred revenue on its combined balance sheet. Deferred revenues
arise when a potential revenue does not meet both the "measurable" and "available"
criteria for recognition in the current period. Deferred revenues also arise when
resources are received by the District before it hasalegal clam to them, aswhen grant
monies are received prior to the recognition of qualifying expenditures. In subsequent
periods, when both revenue recognition criteria are met, or when the government has a
legal claim to the resources, the liability for deferred revenue is removed from the
combined balance sheet and revenue is recognized.

Nonexchange transactions, in which the District receives value without directly giving
egual valueinreturn, include property taxes, grants, entitlements and donations. Onthe
modified accrual basis, revenue from property taxesis recognized in the fiscal year for
which the taxes are levied and the resources are available. Revenue from grants,
entitlements and donations is recognized in the fiscal year in which al eligibility
requirements have been met and the resources are available.

Expenditures (decreasesin net financial resources) arerecognized inthe period inwhich
the fund liability isincurred with the following exception: general long-term obligation
principa and interest are reported only when due; however, costs of accumulated unpaid
vacation and sick leave are reported as expendituresin the period in which they will be
liguidated with available financial resources rather than in the period earned by
employees.

The proprietary funds and the nonexpendabl e trust fund are accounted for on the accrual
basis of accounting. Under the accrual basis of accounting, revenues are recorded when
earned and expenses are recorded at the time liabilities are incurred. The fair value of
donated commodities used during the year is reported in the operating statement as an
expense and a like amount is reported as donated commodities revenue.

On the accrual basis of accounting, revenue from nonexchange transactions, such as
grants, entitlements and donations, isrecognized in thefiscal year inwhich al eligibility
requirements have been met. The proprietary funds receive no revenue from property
taxes.

D. Budgets

TheDistrictisrequired by state statute to adopt an annual appropriated cash basisbudget
for al funds. The specific timetable for fiscal year 2001 is as follows:

1. Prior to January 15 of the preceding year, the Superintendent and Treasurer submit
to the Board of Education a proposed operating budget for the fiscal year
commencing the following July 1. The budget includes proposed expenditures and
the means of financing for al funds. Public hearings are publicized and conducted
to obtain taxpayers comments. The expressed purpose of this budget document is
to reflect the need for existing (or increased) tax rates.

2. By no later than January 20, the board-adopted budget is filed with the Crawford
County Budget Commission for tax rate determination.

3. Prior to April 1, the Board of Education accepts, by formal resolution, the tax rates
asdetermined by the Budget Commission and receivesthe Commission's Certificate
of Estimated Resources, which states the projected revenue of each fund. Prior to
June 30, the District must revise its budget so that total contemplated expenditures
from any fund during the ensuing year will not exceed the amount stated in the
Certificate of Estimated Resources. Therevised budget then servesasabasisfor the
appropriation measure. Onor about July 1, the Certificate isamended to include any
unencumbered bal ancesfrom the preceding year asreported by the District Treasurer.
The Certificate may be further amended during the year if projected increases or
decreasesin revenue areidentified by the District Treasurer. The amounts reported
in the budgetary statement reflect the amounts set forth in the final Amended
Certificate issued for fiscal year 2001.

4. By July 1, the annual Appropriation Resolution is legally enacted by the Board of
Education at the fund level of expenditures, which is the legal level of budgetary
control. State statute permits atemporary appropriation to be effective until no later
than October 1 of each year. Although the legal level of budgetary control was
established at the fund level of expenditures, the District has elected to present
budgetary statement comparisons at the fund and function level of expenditures.
Resol ution appropriationsby fund must be within the estimated resourcesascertified
by the County Budget Commission and the total of expenditures and encumbrances
may not exceed the appropriation total.

5. Anyrevisionsthat alter the total of any fund appropriation must be approved by the
Board of Education.

6. Formal budgetary integrationisemployed asamanagement control deviceduringthe
year for all funds consistent with the genera obligation bond indenture and other
statutory provisions.

7. Appropriation amounts are as originally adopted, or as amended by the Board of
Education through the year by supplemental appropriations, which either reall ocated
or increased the original appropriated amounts. All supplemental appropriations
were legally enacted by the Board prior to June 30, 2001.

8. Unencumbered appropriations lapse at year-end. Encumbered appropriations are
carried forward to the succeeding fisca year and need not be reappropriated.
Expenditures plus encumbrances may not legally exceed budgeted appropriations at
the fund level.

Encumbrance accounting is utilized with District funds in the normal course of
operations for purchase orders and contract related expenditures. An encumbrance
IS a reserve on the available spending authority due to commitment for a future
expenditure and does not represent a liability. For governmental fund types,
encumbrances outstanding at year-end appear as areserve to the fund balance on a
GAAP basis and as the equivalent of expenditures on anon-GAAP budgetary basis
in order to demonstrate legal compliance. Note 16 provides areconciliation of the
budgetary and GAAP basis of accounting and Note 13 discloses encumbrances
outstanding for the enterprise funds at fiscal year-end.

E. Cash and Investments

To improve cash management, cash received by the District is pooled. Moniesfor all
funds, including proprietary funds, are maintained in thispool. Individual fund integrity
ismaintained through the District’ srecords. Each fund’ sinterestinthe pool ispresented
as “Equity in Pooled Cash and Cash Equivalents’ on the combined balance sheet.

During fiscal year 2001, investments were limited to certificates of deposit and
investments in the State Treasury Asset Reserve of Ohio (STAR Ohio). Except for
nonparticipating investment contracts, investments are reported at fair value, which is
based on quoted market prices. Nonparticipating investment contracts such as
certificates of deposit are reported at cost.

STAR Ohioisaninvestment pool managed by the State Treasurer’ sOffice, which allows
governments within the State to pool their funds for investment purposes. STAR Ohio
is not registered with the SEC as an investment company, but does operate in amanner
consistent with Rule 2a7 of the Investment Company Act of 1940. Investmentsin STAR
Ohio arevalued at STAR Ohio’ s share price which isthe price the investment could be
sold for on June 30, 2001

Under existing Ohio statutes all investment earnings are assigned to the general fund
unless statutorily required to be credited to a specific fund. Interest revenue credited to
the general fund during fiscal 2001 amounted to $109,044, which includes $73,253
assigned from other District funds.

For purposes of the combined statement of cash flows and for presentation on the
combined balance sheet, investmentsof the cash management pool and investmentswith
origina maturities of three months or less at the time they are purchased by the District
are considered to be cash equivalents. Investmentswith aninitial maturity of more than
three months are reported as investments.

An analysis of the District's investment account at year-end is provided in Note 4.

F. Materialsand SuppliesInventory

Inventoriesfor all governmental fundsare valued at cost (first-in/first-out method). The
purchase method is used to account for inventories. Under the purchase method,
inventories are recorded as expenditureswhen purchased; however, material amounts of
inventories at year-end are reported as assets of the respective fund, which are equally
offset by afund balance reserve, which indicates they are unavailable for appropriation
even though they are a component of reported assets.

Inventories of proprietary funds consist of donated food, purchased food, food service
paper, and janitorial supplies and are valued at the lower of cost (first-in/first-out
method) or market and expensed when used rather than when purchased.

G. Fixed Assetsand Depreciation

1. General Fixed Assets Account Group

Genera fixed assets are capitalized at cost or estimated historical cost. Donated
fixed assets are recorded at their fair market values as of the date donated. The
District followsthe policy of not capitalizing assetswith acost of lessthan $500. No
depreciation is recognized for assetsin the general fixed assets account group. The
District has not included infrastructure in the general fixed assets account group.

2. Proprietary Funds

Equipment reflected in thesefunds are stated at historical cost or estimated historical
cost and updated for the cost of additions and retirements during the year. Donated
fixed assets are recorded at their fair market values as of the date donated.
Depreciation has been provided, where appropriate, on a straight-line basis over the
following estimated useful lives:

H. Intergovernmental Revenues

In governmental funds, entitlements, and non-reimbursable grants (to the extent
eligibility requirements were met prior to year-end) are recorded as receivables and
revenue when measurable and available. Reimbursement type grants are recorded as
receivables and revenues when the related expenditures are incurred. Other than
commodities, grants and entitlements for proprietary fund operations are recognized as
non-operating revenue when measurable and earned.

Grants and entitlements amounted to approximately 52% of the District's operating
revenue during the 2001 fiscal year.

I. Compensated Absences

Compensated absences of the District consist of vacation leave and sick leave to the
extent that payment to the employee for these absences are attributable to services
aready rendered and are not contingent on a specific event that is outside the control of
the District and the employee.

In accordance with the provisions of GASB Statement No. 16, “Accounting for
Compensated Absences,” a liability for vacation leave is accrued if @) the employees
rights to payment are attributabl e to services already rendered; and b) it is probabl e that
the employer will compensate the employees for the benefits through paid time off or
other means, such as cash payment at termination or retirement. A liability for severance
is accrued using the vesting method; i.e., the liability is based on the sick leave
accumulated at the balance sheet date by those employees who are currently eligible to
receive termination (severance) payments, as well as those employees expected to
become eligible in the future. For purposes of establishing aliability for severance on
employees expected to become eligible to retire in the future, all employees age 50 or
greater with at least 10 yearsof serviceand all employeeswith at |east 20 yearsof service
regardless of thelr age were considered expected to become €eligible to retire in
accordance with GASB Statement No. 16.

The total liability for vacation and sick leave payments has been calculated using pay
ratesin effect at the balance sheet date, and reduced to the maximum payment allowed
by labor contract and/or statute, plus any applicable additional salary related payments.

J. Long-Term Obligations

Long-term debt is recognized as a liability of a governmental fund when due, or when
resources have been accumulated in the debt service fund for payment early in the
following year. For other long-term obligations, only that portion expected to be
financed from expendabl e available financial resourcesis reported as afund liability of
agovernment fund. Theremaining portion of such obligationsisreported inthe general
long-term obligations account group.

Under Ohio law, adebt retirement fund must be created and used for the payment of all
debt principal interest. GAAP requires the allocation of the debt liability among the
genera and the general long-term obligations account group, with principal and interest
payments on matured general long-term debt being reported in the debt servicefund. To
comply with the GAAP reporting requirements, the District’s debt retirement fund has
been split among the appropriate funds and account group. Debt service fund resources
used to pay both principal and interest have aso been allocated accordingly.

Long-term liabilities expected to be financed from proprietary fund operations are
accounted for in those funds.

K. Contributed Capital

Contributed capital isrecorded in proprietary funds that have received capital grants, or
contributions from devel opers, customers, or other funds. These assets are recorded at
their fair market value on the date contributed. Depreciation on those assets acquired or
constructed with contributed resources is expensed and closed to unreserved retained
earnings at year-end.

L. Fund Equity

Reserved fund balances indicate that portion of fund equity, which is not available for
current appropriation or is legally segregated for a specific use. Fund balances are
reserved for encumbrances, prepayments, materialsand suppliesinventory, debt service,
tax revenue unavailablefor appropriation, advances, Bureau of Worker’ s Compensation
(BWC) refunds, principal endowment, and textbooks. The unreserved portions of fund
equity reflected for the governmental funds are available for use within the specific
purposes of those funds. The reserve for tax revenue unavailable for appropriation
representstaxesrecognized asrevenue under GAAP but not availablefor appropriations
under State statute.

M. Interfund Transactions

Transactions between funds during the normal course of operations may occur. These
may include:

1.

Transfers of resources from one fund to another fund. The resourcestransferred are
to be expended for operations by the receiving fund and are recorded as operating
transfers.

Reimbursementsfrom onefund to another aretreated asexpenditures/expensesinthe
reimbursing fund and areduction in expenditures/expenses in the reimbursed fund.
Quasi-external transactionsare accounted for asrevenues, expendituresor expenses.

Short-terminterfundloans, accrued interfund reimbursements, and accrued operating
transfers arereflected as “ interfund loans receivable and payable”’. The District had
short-term interfund loans receivable and payable at June 30, 2001.

Long-term interfund loans that will not be repaid within the next year are termed
“advances’ and are shown asreservations of fund balances on the combined balance
sheet for those funds that report advances to other funds as assets because they are
not spendable, availableresources. The District had long-term advances receivable
and payable at June 30, 2001.

See Note 5 for an analysis of interfund transactions.

N. Restricted Assets

Restricted assets in the general fund represent cash and cash equivalents that are
restricted in use by State statute. A fund bal ance reserve has al so been established. See
Note 18 for details.

O. Estimates

The preparation of financial statementsin conformity with GAAP requires management
to make estimates and assumptions that affect the amounts reported in the financia
statements and accompanying notes. Actual results may differ from those estimates.

Prepayments

Prepaymentsfor governmental fundsrepresent cash disbursements, which have occurred
and are therefore not current expendable resources. These items are reported as fund
assets on the bal ance sheet using the all ocation method, which amortizestheir cost over
the periods benefitting from the advance payment. At period-end, because prepayment
is not available to finance future governmental fund expenditures, the fund balance is
reserved by an amount equal to the carrying value of the asset.

Par ochial Schools

Within the District’s boundaries are parochial schools that are operated through the
Catholic Diocese. Current state legislation provides funding to these parochial schools.
These monies are received and disbursed on behalf of the parochial schools by the
Treasurer of the Digtrict, as directed by the parochial schools. The fiduciary
responsibility of the District for these monies is reflected in a special revenue fund for
financial reporting purposes.

Memorandum Only - Total Columns

Total columns on the general purposefinancial statementsare captioned (Memorandum
Only) to indicate that they are presented only to facilitate financial analysis. Datain
these columns do not present financial position, results of operations, or changes in
financial position in conformity with GAAP. Neither is such data comparable to a
consolidation. Interfund eliminations have not been madein the aggregation of thisdata.

NOTE 4- EQUITY IN POOLED CASH AND CASH EQUIVALENTS

The District maintains a cash and investment pool used by all funds. Each fund type's
portion of this pool is displayed on the combined balance sheet as “ Equity in Pooled Cash
and Cash Equivalents’. Statutesrequirethe classification of moniesheld by the District into
three categories.

Activedepositsare public deposits necessary to meet current demands on thetreasury. Such
monies must be maintained either as cash in the District treasury, in commercial accounts
payable or withdrawable on demand, including negotiable order of withdrawal (NOW)
accounts, or in money market deposit accounts.

Inactive deposits are public deposits the Board of Education has identified as not required
for use within the current two-year period of designation of depositories. Inactive deposits
must either be evidenced by certificates of deposit maturing not later than the end of the
current period of designation of depositories, or by savingsor deposit accountsincluding, but
not limited to, passbook accounts.

Interim deposits are deposits of interim monies. Interim moniesarethose monies, which are
not needed for immediate use, but which will be needed before the end of the current period
of designation of depositories. Interim deposits must be evidenced by time certificates of
deposit maturing not more than one year from the date of deposit or by savings accounts,
including passbook accounts.

Protection of the District’ sdepositsisprovided by the Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation
(FDIC), by eligible securities pledged by the financial institution as security for repayment,
by surety company bonds deposited with the treasurer by the financia institution or by a
single collateral pool established by the financial institution to secure the repayment of all
public monies deposited with the institution.

Interim monies may be deposited or invested in the following securities:
1. United States Treasury Notes, Bills, Bonds, or any other obligation or security issued by

the United States Treasury or any other obligation guaranteed as to principal or interest
by the United States;

2.

Bonds, Notes, Debentures, or any other obligations or securities issued by any federal
government agency or instrumentality, including but not limited to, the Federal National
Mortgage Association, Federal Home Loan Bank, Federal Farm Credit Bank, Federal
Home Loan Mortgage Corporation, Government National Mortgage Association, and
Student Loan Marketing Association. All federal agency securities shall be direct
issuances of federal government agencies or instrumentalities;

Written repurchase agreements in the securities listed above provided that the market
value of the securities subject to the repurchase agreement must exceed the principal
value of the agreement by at least two percent and be marked to market daily, and that
the term of the agreement must not exceed thirty days;

Bonds and other obligations of the State of Ohio;

No-load money market mutual funds consisting exclusively of obligations described in
division (1) or (2) of this section and repurchase agreements secured by such obligations,
provided that investmentsin securities described in this division are made only through
eligible institutions,

The State Treasury Asset Reserve of Ohio (STAR Ohio);
Certain bankers' acceptancesand commercial paper notesfor aperiod not to exceed 180
days in an amount not to exceed 25 percent of the interim monies available for

investment at any one time; and

Under limited circumstances, corporate debt intrumentsrated in either of thetwo highest
rating classifications by at least two nationally recognized rating agencies.

Investmentsin stripped principal or interest obligations, reverse repurchase agreements, and
derivativesareprohibited. Theissuance of taxable notesfor the purpose of arbitrage, theuse
of leverage and short selling are also prohibited. An investment must mature within five
yearsfrom the date of purchase unless matched to aspecific obligation or debt of the District,
and must be purchased with the expectation that it will be held to maturity. Investmentsmay
only be made through specified dealers and institutions. Payment for investments may be
made only upon delivery of the securities representing the investments to the Treasurer or
qualified trustee or, if the securities are not represented by a certificate, upon receipt of
confirmation of transfer from the custodian.

Cashon hand: At fiscal year-end, the District had $373 in undeposited cash on hand, which
isincluded on the combined balance sheet of the District as part of “Equity in Pooled Cash
and Cash Equivaents.”

The following information classifies deposits and investments by categories of risk as
defined in GASB Statement No. 3, “Deposits With Financial Institutions, Investments and
Reverse Repurchase Agreements.”

Deposits: At year-end, the carrying amount of the District's deposits, was $59,678 and the
bank balance, was $142,368. Of the bank balance:

1. $100,000 was covered by federal depository insurance; and

2. $42,368 was uninsured and unregistered as defined by GASB although it was secured by
collateral held by third party trustees pursuant to Section 135.181, Ohio Revised Code,
in collateralized pools securing al public funds on deposit with depository institutions;
these securities not being in the name of the District. Although al State statutory
requirements for the deposit of money had been followed, non-compliance with federal
requirements would potentially subject the District to a successful claim by the FDIC.

Collatera is required for demand deposits and certificates of deposits in excess of al
deposits not covered by federal depository insurance. Obligations that may be pledged as
collateral are obligations of the United States and its agencies, obligations of the State of
Ohio and its municipalities, and obligations of other states. Obligations pledged to secure
deposits must be delivered to abank other than the institution in which the deposit is made.
Written custodial agreements are required.

Investments: Investments are categorized to give an indication of the level of risk assumed
by the entity at year-end. Category 1 includes investments that are insured or registered or
securitiesheld by the District. Category 2 includes uninsured and unregistered investments
for which the securities are held by the counterparty’s trust department or agent in the
District' sname. Category 3 includes uninsured and unregistered investments for which the
securities are held by the counterparty or by its trust department, but not in the District’s
name. Investmentsin STAR Ohio are not categorized asthey are not evidenced by securities
that exist in physical or book entry form.

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NOTE 6 - PROPERTY TAXES

Property taxes are levied and assessed on a calendar year basis. Distributions from the
second half of the calendar year occur in anew fiscal year and are intended to finance the
operations of that year. Property taxesinclude amountslevied against al real, public utility
and tangible (used in business) property located in the District. Real property taxes and
public utility taxes are levied after November 1 on the assessed value listed as of the prior
January 1, the lien date. Assessed values are established by State law at 35% of appraised
market value.

Public utility property taxes are assessed on tangible personal property, aswell asland and
improvements. Real property is assessed at 35% of market value and personal property is
assessed at 100% of market value, except for the personal property of rura electric
companies, which is assessed 50% of market and railroads, which are assessed at 29%.

Tangible personal property taxes attach as alien and are levied on January 1 of the current
year. Tangible personal property assessments are 25% of true value. The assessed value
upon which the 2000 taxes were collected was $74,291,659. Agricultural/residential and
public utility real estate represented $39,774,075 or 53.54% of this total; commercial &
industrial real estate represented $11,902,355 or 16.02% of thistotal, public utility tangible
represented $8,830,482 or 11.89% of this total and general tangible property represented
$13,784,747 or 18.55% of thistotal. Thevoted general tax rate at thefiscal year ended June
30, 2001 was $58.7 per $1,000.00 of assessed valuation for operations, $3.00 per $1,000.00
of assessed valuation for permanent improvements and $1.05 per $1,000.00 of assessed
valuation for debt retirement.

Real property taxes are payable annually or semi-annually. If paid annually, payment isdue
December 31; if paid semi-annually, the first payment is due December 31 with the
remainder payable by June 20.

The District receives property taxes from Richland and Crawford Counties. The respective
County Treasurers collect property taxes on behalf of the District. The respective County
Auditors periodically remit to the District its portion of the taxes collected. These tax
"advances' are based on statutory cash flow collection rates. Fina "settlements" are made
each February and August.
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NOTE 6 - PROPERTY TAXES - (Continued)

Accrued property taxes receivabl e represent delinquent taxes outstanding and real property,
personal property and public utility taxes, which became measurable as of June 30, 2001.
Although total property tax collections for the next fiscal year are measurable, they are not
(exclusive of advances) intended to finance current year operations. Thenet receivable(total
receivable less amount available intended to finance the current year) is therefore offset by
acredit to deferred revenue. A total of $688,216 available to the District as an advance at
June 30 and is recognized as revenue.

Taxesavailablefor advance and recognized asrevenue, but not received by the district prior
to June 30, 2001, arereflected asareservation of fund balancefor future appropriations. The
Digtrict is prohibited, by law, from appropriating this revenue in accordance with ORC
Section 5705.35, since an advance of revenue was not requested or received prior to the
fiscal year-end.

NOTE 7- RECEIVABLES
Receivables at June 30, 2001, consisted of taxes, accounts, and interfund loans. All
receivables are considered collectible in full, due to the ability to foreclose for the
nonpayment of taxes, the stable condition of state programs and the current year guarantee
of federal funds.

The criteria for determining vested vacation and sick leave components are derived from
negotiated agreementsand Statelaws. Full-timeclassified employeesearntentotwenty-five
days of vacation per year, depending upon length of service. Accumulated unused vacation
time is paid to full-time classified employees upon termination of employment.
Administrators (with the exception of principals) aregiven ten to twenty daysof vacation per
year by contract. Any unused vacation days at the end of the contract areforfeited. Theonly
exception isthe Superintendent who will be paid for any unused vacation days at the end of
his contract. Teachers do not earn vacation time.

D. Legal Debt Margin

The Ohio Revised Code provides that voted net general obligation debt of the District
shall never exceed 9% of the total assessed valuation of the District. The code further
providesthat unvoted indebtedness shall not exceed 1/10 of 1% of the property valuation
of the District. The effects of these debt limitations at June 30, 2001 are a voted debt
margin of $6,572,191 (including available funds of $145,942) and an unvoted debt
margin of $74,292.
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NOTE 12 - RISK MANAGEMENT
A. Comprehensive

The District is exposed to various risks of loss related to torts, theft of, damage to, and
destruction of assets, errors and omissions, injuries to employees and natural disasters.
During fiscal year 2001, the District retained property insurance coverage, boiler and
machinery coverage, and inland marine floaters in the blanket amount of $22,317,000
with 100% coinsurance, replacement cost endorsement and a $2,500 deductible.
Vehicles are covered by Grange Insurance Company and hold a $250 deductible for
comprehensive and a $500 deductible for collision. Automobile liability has a
$2,000,000 limit of liability for bodily injury per person, per occurrence, and property
damage.

Nationwide Insurance Companies provide general liability coverage with a $2,000,000
single occurrence limit and a$5,000,000 aggregatelimit. The general liability insurance
carries a $3,000 deductible.

Settled claimshave not exceeded thiscommercia coveragein any of the past threeyears.
There has not been a significant reduction in insurance from the prior year.

B. Employee Dishonesty Bonds

The District carries employee dishonesty bonds for the Treasurer in the amount of
$100,000 and for the Superintendent, Assistant Treasurer, and all Board Members, inthe
amount of $20,000. Also an employee blanket dishonesty bond in the amount of $5,000
is provided to cover all other employees of the District.

C. Employee Group Medical, Dental, and Life Insurance
TheDistrict provideslifeinsurance and accidental death and dismemberment insurance

to all regular contracted employees through Nationwide Insurance Company in the
amount of $40,000.

The District has elected to provide a comprehensive medical benefits package to the
employeesthrough aself-insured program. TheDistrict maintainsaself-insuredinternal
service fund to account for the finances of its uninsured risks of loss in this program.
Thispackage providesacomprehensive medical planwitha$100 single and $200 family
deductible. Included in this plan is a mail-in prescription drug plan with a $5 per
prescription deductiblefor drugs. Theplanisadministered by National RX Services, Inc.
located in Columbus, Ohio. A third party administrator, Berwanger Overmyer
Associates, located in Columbus, Ohio, reviews all clams for the medical and
prescription drug plan, which are then paid by the District. The District purchases stop-
loss coverage of $40,000 per individual, and an aggregate limit of $448,481 from
Bankers Life & Casualty Company. The total monthly premium paid into the internal
service fund for the medical and prescription drug plan is $325.95 for single coverage
and $642.80 for family coverage, which is paid out of the same fund that paysthe salary
for the employee.

TheDistrict’ samounts are capped by negotiated union contracts and cannot beincreased
except through negotiations. The non-certified employee monthly portion of the
premium is$20 for single coverage and $30 for family coverage, which iswithheld from
their biweekly payroll. The certified employee monthly portion of the premium is $30
for single coverage and/or family coverage, which is withheld from their biweekly
payroll. The employees are responsible for payment of all claim amountsin excess of
the employer capped amounts.

The District provides dental coverage for its employees on a self-insured basis through
Turner and Shepard, Inc. Thetotal monthly premium is $31.61 for single coverage and
$61.68 for family coverage. Thereis no employee share for dental coverage.

Lifeinsuranceisprovidedinfull, regardless of contracted hours. All employees (except

busdriversdriving one AM and PM route) must be contracted for at least 6 hours aday
for 180 days to be eligible to receive medical or dental insurance benefits.

D. Workers Compensation

TheDistrict participatesin the (OSBA) Workers' Compensation Group Rating Program
(GRP), an insurance purchasing pool (See Note 2). The GRP sbusiness and affairsare
conducted by a three-member Board of Directors consisting of the President, the
President-Elect and the Immediate Past President of the OSBA. The Executive Director
of the OSBA, or hig’her designee, serves as coordinator of the program. Each year, the
participating school districts pay an enrollment fee to the GRP to cover the costs of
administering the program.

Theintent of the GRP isto achieve the benefit of areduced premium for the District by
virtue of its grouping and representation with other participants. The worker’'s
compensation experience of the participating school districtsis calculated asone and a
common premium rateisapplied to participants. Each participant will then either receive
money from or be required to contribute to the “Equity Pooling Fund”. This “equity
pooling” arrangement insures that each participant shares equaly in the overal

performance of the GRP. Participation inthe GRPislimited to school districtsthat can
meet the selection criteria. Thefirm of GatesMcDonald & Co. providesadministrative,

cost control, and actuarial servicesto the GRP.

A. School Employees Retirement System

The District contributes to the School Employees Retirement System of Ohio (SERS),
a cost-sharing, multiple-employer defined benefit pension plan administered by the
School EmployeesRetirement Board. SERS providesretirement and disability benefits,
annual cost-of-living adjustments, and death benefitsto plan membersand beneficiaries.
Authority to establish and amend benefits is provided by Chapter 3309 of the Ohio
Revised Code. SERS issues a publicly available, stand-alone financia report that
includes financial statements and required supplementary information. The report may
be obtained by writing to the School Employees Retirement System, 45 North Fourth
Street, Columbus, Ohio 43215-3634, or by calling (614) 222-5853.

Plan members are required to contribute 9% of their annual covered salary and the
District is required to contribute 14% for 2001; 4.2% was the portion to fund pension
obligations. The contribution rates are not determined actuarially, but are established by
the School Employees Retirement Board within the rates allowed by State statute. The
adequacy of the contribution rates is determined annually. The District’s required
contributions to SERS for the fiscal years ended June 30, 2001, 2000 and 1999 were
$138,009, $124,236, and $118,036, respectively; 50.67% has been contributed for fiscal
year 2001 and 100% for the fiscal years 2000 and 1999. $68,076, representing the
unpaid contribution for fiscal year 2001, is recorded as a liability within the respective
funds and the general long-term obligations account group.

B. State Teacher Retirement System

TheDistrict contributesto the State TeachersRetirement System of Ohio (STRS), acost-
sharing, multiple-employer public empl oyeeretirement system administered by the State
Teachers Retirement Board. STRS provides retirement and disability benefits, annual
cost-of-living adjustments, and death and survivor benefits to plan members and
beneficiaries. Authority to establish and amend benefitsis provided by Chapter 3307 of
the Ohio Revised Code. STRSissues apublicly available, stand-alone financial report
that includes financial statements and required supplementary information. The report
may be obtained by writing to the State Teachers Retirement System, 275 East Broad
Street, Columbus, Ohio 43215-3771, or by caling (614) 227-4090.

Plan members are required to contribute 9.3% of their annual covered salary and the
District is required to contribute 14%; 9.5% was the portion used to fund pension
obligations. Contribution rates are established by the State Teachers Retirement Board,
upon recommendation of its consulting actuary, not to exceed statutory maximum rates
of 10% for members and 14% for employers. The District’s required contributions to
STRS for the fisca years ended June 30, 2001, 2000, and 1999 were $455,874,
$411,965, and $406,907, respectively; 83.37% has been contributed for fiscal year 2001
and 100% for the fiscal years 2000 and 1999. $75,800, representing the unpaid
contribution for fiscal year 2001, is recorded as a liability within the respective funds.

C. Social Security System

Effective July 1, 1991, al employees not otherwise covered by School Employees
Retirement System or State Teachers Retirement System have an option to choose Social
Security or School Employees Retirement System/State Teachers Retirement System.
The Board' s liability is 6.2% of wages paid.

NOTE 15- POSTEMPLOYMENT BENEFITS

The District provides comprehensive health care benefits to retired teachers and their
dependents through STRS, and to retired non-certified employees and their dependents
through SERS. Benefits include hospitalization, physicians' fees, prescription drugs, and
reimbursement of monthly Medicare premiums. Benefit provisions and the obligations to
contribute are established by STRS and SERS based on authority granted by State statute.
Both STRS and SERS are funded on a pay-as-you-go basis.

The State Teachers Retirement Board has statutory authority over how much, if any, of the
health care costs will be absorbed by STRS. Most benefit recipients pay a portion of the
health care cost in the form of a monthly premium. By Ohio law, the cost of coverage paid
from STRS funds shall be included in the employer contribution rate, currently 14% of
covered payroll. For this fiscal year, the Board alocated employer contributions equal to
4.5% of covered payroll to the Health Care Reserve Fund. For the District, this amount
equaled $146,531 during fiscal 2001.

STRS pays health care benefits from the Health Care Reserve Fund. The balance in the
Health Care Reserve Fund was $3.419 hillion at June 30, 2000 (the latest information
available). For the year ended June 30, 2000 (the latest information available), net health
care costs paid by STRS were $283.137 million and STRS had 99,011 €ligible benefit
recipients.

For SERS, coverageis made avail ableto serviceretireeswith 10 or more years of qualifying
service credit, and disability and survivor benefit recipients. Members retiring on or after
August 1, 1989, with lessthan 25 years of service credit must pay aportion of their premium
for health care. The portion is based on years of service up to a maximum of 75% of the
premium.
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NOTE 15- POSTEMPLOYMENT BENEFITS - (Continued)

For thisfiscal year, employer contributionsto fund health care benefitswere 9.8% of covered
payroll. In addition, SERS levies a surcharge to fund health care benefits equal to 14% of
the difference between aminimum pay and the member’ s pay, pro-rated for partial service
credit. For fiscal year 2001, the minimum pay has been established at $12,400. The
surcharge, added to the unall ocated portion of the 14% employer contribution rate, provides
for maintenance of the asset target level for the health care fund.

Thetarget level for the health carereserveis 150% of annual health care expenses. Expenses
for health care at June 30, 2000 (the latest information available), were $140.7 million and
the target level was $211.0 million. At June 30, 2000 (the latest information available),
SERS had net assets available for payment of health care benefits of $252.3 million and
SERS had approximately 50,000 participantsreceiving health care benefits. For the District,
the amount to fund health care benefits, including surcharge, equaled $106,757 during the
2001 fiscal year.

NOTE 16 - BUDGETARY BASISOF ACCOUNTING

Whilereporting financial position, results of operations, and changesin fund balanceisdone
on a GAAP basis, the budgetary basis, as provided by law, is based upon accounting for
certain transactions on abasis of cash receipts and disbursements.

NOTE 17 - CONTINGENCIES
A. Grants

The District receives significant financial assistance from numerous federal, state and
local agenciesin the form of grants. The disbursement of funds received under these
programs generally requires compliance with termsand conditions specified in the grant
agreements and is subject to audit by the grantor agencies. Any disallowed claims
resulting from such audits could becomealiability of thegeneral fund or other applicable
funds. However, in the opinion of management, any such disallowed claims will not
have a material effect on any of the financia statements of the individual fund types
included herein or on the overall financial position of the District at June 30, 2001.
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NOTE 17 - CONTINGENCIES - (Continued)
B. Litigation

The Digtrict is party to legal proceedings. The District’s management is of the opinion
that ultimate disposition of these claims and legal proceedings will not have a material
effect, if any, on the financial condition of the District.

C. State School Funding Decision

On September 6, 2001, the Ohio Supreme Court issued its latest opinion regarding the
State’ s school funding plan. The decision identified aspects of the current plan that
require modification if the plan isto be considered constitutional, including:

* A changein the school districts that are used as the basis for determining the base
cost support amount. Any change in the amount of funds distributed to school
districtsasaresult of thischange must beretroactiveto July 1, 2001, although atime
line for distribution is not specified.

* Fully funding parity aid no later than the beginning of fiscal year 2004 rather than
fiscal year 2006.

The Supreme Court relinquished jurisdiction over the case based on anticipated
compliance with its order.

Ingenerd, it isexpected that the decision would result in anincreasein State funding for
most Ohio school districts. However, as of November 30, 2001, the Ohio General
Assembly isstill analyzing theimpact this Supreme Court decision will have on funding
for individual school districts. Further, the State of Ohio, in amotion filed September
17, 2001, asked the Court to reconsider and clarify the parts of the decision changing the
school districts that are used as the basis for determining the base cost support amount
and the requirement that changes be made retroactive to July 1, 2001.

On November 2, 2001, the Court granted thismotion for reconsideration. The Court may
re-examine and redetermine any issue upon such reconsideration.

As of the date of these financial statements, the District is unable to determine what

effect, if any, this decision will have on its future State funding and on its financia
operations.
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NOTE 18- STATUTORY RESERVES
The District is required by State law to set-aside certain genera fund revenue amounts, as

defined by Statute, into various reserves. These reserves are calculated and presented on a
cash basis. During thefiscal year ended June 30, 2001, the reserve activity was asfollows:

The District is still required by state law to maintain the
textbook reserve and capital acquisition reserve.

The District had offsets and qualifying disbursements during the year that reduced the set-
aside amounts below zero in the capital acquisition reserve, the extraamounts may be used
to reduce the set-aside requirements of future years.

Reportable conditions
involve matters coming to our attention relating to the significant deficiencies in the design or
operation of the internal control over financial reporting that, in our judgement, could adversely
affect Crestline Exempted Village School District’ sability to record, process, summarize and report
financial data consistent with the assertions of management in the financia statements. The
reportable conditionisdescribed intheaccompanying schedul e of findingsasitem 2001-45344-001.
