NOTE 1 - DESCRIPTION OF THE TRUST

The following description of the Jointly Administersd Trust Fund for the Benefit of Lorain Citly School
District Employess (Trust) provides only general infarmation. Participants shauld refer to the Trust
document for a more complete description of the Trust's provisions,

General

Tha Trust was established in 1994 to pravide health care benefits to the amployess of the Lorain City
School District (District), The Trust is a component unit of the Districl as defined pursuanl io
Govemmental Accounting Standards and Statement Mo, 14, “The Financial Reporting Entity”.  The Trust
i directed by a twelve-member Board of Trustees, eight meambers Bppainted by the District's
Superintendent and four members appointed by the Lorain Education Association, The District reparts
the Trust as an internal service fund which Is defined as a fund used to account for the financing of goods
ar services provided by one depariment or agency to governmaental units, on 8 cost-relmbursament basis.
The Trust spplies all GASE pronouncements as well as the Financial Accounting Standards Board
pronouncements issued on or before November 30, 1989, unless those pronouncaments conflict with ar
contradict GASB pronouncements.

Banafils

The Trust provides banefits for hospitalization, medical, dental, vision, and prescnption drugs as provided
for in the collective bargaining agreement and as may be authorized or pemmitted by law far ligible
District employees, their families and dependents. In order to manage Its claims risks, the Trust has
purchasad stop-loss coverage for individual claims during the policy year in excess of $150,000

Contribubions

The District makas contributions fo the Trust in amounts equal to & budgeted level of funding needs as
calculated by an actuary, but is subject to minimum levels as established by the collective bargaining
agreameant. Additional funds are pald 1o the Administrator to cover costs of administering the Trust. The
Chstrict makes cartain pre-funding contributions to the Trust, which are to fund fullre benefit expenses.

Althaugh it has not expressad any intantion o do so, the District has the right to terminate the Trust
under tha provisions set forth by the collective bargaining agreament

Cosl - Sharing

The Trust provides for a sharing of the axpected increase in lunding over the base year funding level by
the participants in the plan covered by the Trust and the District. This cost-sharing amount is based upon
a calculation of plan income as compared to the larger of the plan's curment year budget or the plan's
1984 budget for costs. The participants 50% share may be funded through payrotll cantributions, benefil
reductions, or @ combination of both

Reclassifications

Cartain amaunts in the 2000 financlal statements have been reclassified to confarm ta 2001 presentation.

The Government Accounting Standards Board has issued Statemeant No. 34, Basic Financial Staferments
- and Management's Discussion and Analysis - for Slate and Local Governments. This statement
establishes accounting and financial reporting standards for general purpose external financial reporting
by state and local governments. Statement No. 34 will be effective for the Lorain City Schoaol Distriet for
their year end June 30, 2003, which will Include the Trust's year anding Decembear 31, 2002, The Trust
hes not yet assessed the impact of this statement on its financial statements.

NOTE 2 - SUMMARY OF ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Bagls of Accounting

The financial statements are prepared using the accrual basis of accounting.

Cash and Cash Equivalants

The Trust invests their cash in money market funds and U.S, Treasury notes. U.S Treasury notes with a
maturity of ninety days or less are considared fo be cash equivalents for purposes of cash flows. The
Trust maintains all of its cash balances with one bank.  The Federal Deposit Insurance Corparation
(FDIC) insuras such cash balances to a maximum of $100,000,

Cancentration of Credit Risk

The truest is insured through Astna Life Casualty for employes dishonasty coveraga. A fiduciary band of
51,000,000 |s maintained for the Trustees, the Trust actuary, and the Trusl manager.

If available, quoted market prices are used to value Ivestments.  If market prices are not available,
Invesiments are valued at cosl, which due {o the short-term nature of the investmeants approximates
markat value.

Deposits
The Trust has funds on deposit with National Prescription Administrators, Incorporated (MPA) to allow for

fund availabdity for paying on such claima. NPA reguires thal such deposits be renewed manthly in order
o maintain an adequate coverage for claims,

Use of Estimates

In preparing the Trust's financial stetements, the Trustees are required to make estimates and
assumptions that affect the reported amounts of Trust assets. liabilities, and fund equity, and the reported
revenues and expenses of Trust assats during the raporting period. Actual results could differ fram those
estimaies.

Truest Benefits

Trust Eabilities for health claims incurred but not reparted are reflectad in the Trust's balanca sheals and
the related statements of revenues, expenses and changes in fund equity, The Trust's independent
acluary astimates claims incurred but not reportad as of December 31, 2001 and 2000 based on histarical
trends. The Destrict has committed to retain sufficlent funding to cover this llability.

-Savings
The Trust provides for a cost savings calculation In order to distribute any savings by the plan over the
contributed amount, as adjusted by certain items. Any excess is distributed 50-50 1o the participants and
the District.  For the years ended December 31, 2001 and 2000, the cost-savings cabculation rasulted in
an amount distributable fo the employees and the District. The employess may elect to reduce the
following year's cost-sharing by their distributable amount.

Eund Equity

Fund equity includes ariginally contributed capital plus retained eamings accumulated since inception. It
is the Trust palicy to reserve retsined earmings for the required amount of the insurance reserve as per
the actuanal cakcutation in the budgat. This reserve is reflocted saparately in the balance sheet under
fund equty.

At December 31, 2001 and 2000, the carrying amount of the Trust's cash deposits were $72,628 and
678,968, respectively, and the bank balance was he same. all of which was covered by federal
depository Insurance of by collateral held by & qualified thind party trustes in the name of the Trust,

Inwastments

Tha Trust's invastments are categonized to gve an indication of the level of risk assumead by the entity at
year-end, Category 1 Includes investments that are insured or registered or for which the sacurities are
held by the Trust Category 2 includes uninsured and unregistered investments for which the sacurities
are held by the broker's or dealers trust departiment or agent in the Trust's name. Category 3 Indudes
uninsured and unregisterad imvestments for which the sacurifies are held by the broker or dealer or by its
trust department but not in the Trust's name. Al the Trust investments are categorized as Category 1

NOTE 4 - FEDERAL INCOME TAXES

The plan established under the Trust Is gualified pursuant to the Section 501(c)(9) of the Internal
Revenue Code, and, accordingly, the trust's net invesiment income is exempt from income taxes. The
frust has obtained a favorable tax determination letter dated July 5, 1995 from the Internal Revenue
Satvice and the Trustees belleve thal the Trust continues to qualify and to operate as dasigned.

The Trust had received an assessment in 1999 fram the Intemal Revenue Service (IRS) of $101,737 for
penalties and interest relating to late filing of certain tax returns. The Trustees had filed an appeal asking
for abatement of the penalties and interest due fo extenuating circumstances. Although the trustees
disagresad with the basis for this assessmeant. they agraed to pay this amaunt in June, 2000. Tha Trusi
received notice in March, 2001 that their appeal had been approved and the penalty would be abated.
Consequently, a refund receivable in the amount of $101,737, plus interest calculated through December
41, 2000 of 54,534, has been recorded as of December 31, 2000. The refund was received in full in
2001.

MOTE 5 - UNPAID CLAIMS LIABILITIES

The Trust establishes a liability for both reported and unreported insured evems, which includes
estimatas of bath future payments of losses and related claim adjustment expenses, bolh allocated and
unallocated.
