We have audited the accompanying financial statements of the business-type activities of the
Portage Area Regional Transportation Authority, Kent, Ohio (the Authority) as of and for the
year ended December 31, 2008, as listed in the table of contents. These financial statements
are the responsibility of the Authority's management. Our responsibility is to express an
opinion on these financial statements based on our audit. The prior year comparative
information has been derived from the 2007 financial statements and, in our report dated April
4, 2008 we expressed an unqualified opinion on those financial statements.

We conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the
United States of America and the standards applicable to financial audits contained in
Government Auditing Standards, issued by the Comptroller General of the United States.
Those standards require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable assurance
about whether the basic financial statements are free of material misstatement.

As management of the Portage Area Regional Transportation Authority (‘“Authority”), we offer
readers of the Authority’s basic financial statements this narrative overview and analysis of the
financial activities of the Authority for the year ended December 31, 2008. This discussion and
analysis is designed to assist the reader in focusing on the significant financial issues and activities
and to identify any significant changes in financial position. We encourage readers to consider the
information presented here in conjunction with the basic financial statements taken as a whole.

Overview of Financial Highlights

e The Authority has net assets of $9.6 million. These net assets result from the difference
between total assets of $10.4 million and total liabilities of $784,830.

e Current assets of $1.8 million primarily consist of non-restricted Cash and Cash
Equivalents of $892,442; Sales Tax receivable of $571,336 and Inventory of $270,509.

e Restricted assets of $440,804 consist of special deposits for capital projects.

e Current liabilities of $784,830 primarily consist of Accounts payable of $434,722, and
accrued payroll expenses of $236,625.

Basic Financial Statements and Presentation

This annual report includes the basic financial statements and accompanying notes prepared in
accordance with the provisions of the Governmental Accounting Standards Board (GASB)
Statement No. 34, Basic Financial Statements and Management’s Discussion and Analysis for
State and Local Governments.

The financial statements presented by the Authority are the Statement of Net Assets, the
Statement of Revenues, Expenses, and Changes in Net Assets and the Statement of Cash Flows.
These statements are presented using the economic resources measurement focus and the accrual
basis of accounting. The Authority is structured as a single enterprise fund with revenues
recognized when earned and measurable, not when received. Expenses are recognized when they
are incurred, not when paid. Capital assets are capitalized and depreciated, except land, over their
estimated useful lives.

Basic Financial Statements and Presentation (Cont’d)

The Statement of Net Assets presents information on all the Authority’s assets and liabilities, with
the difference between the two reported as net assets. Over time, increases and decreases in net
assets may serve as a useful indicator of whether the financial position of the Authority is
improving or deteriorating. Net assets increase when revenues exceed expenses. Increases in
assets without a corresponding increase to liabilities results in increased net assets, which indicate
improved financial position.

The Statement of Revenues, Expenses, and Changes in Net Assets present information showing
how the Authority’s net assets changed during the year. This statement summarizes operating
revenues and expenses along with non-operating revenues and expenses. In addition, this
statement lists capital grant revenues received from federal, state, and local governments.

The Statement of Cash Flows allows financial statement users to assess the Authority’s adequacy
or ability to generate sufficient cash flows to meet its obligations in a timely manner. The
statement is classified into four categories: 1) Cash flows from operating activities, 2) Cash flows
from non-capital financing activities, 3) Cash flows from capital and related financing activities,
and 4) Cash flows from investing activities.

Notes to the Financial Statements

The notes to the financial statements provide additional information that is essential to a full
understanding of the data provided in the financial statements.

The Authority’s operating revenues overall increased $37,121 to $2.8 million in 2008, a slight
increase from the previous year. Operating Expenses, excluding depreciation, increased by $.9
million, or 12%. This is primarily due to a 3% cost of living adjustment and a 48% increase in fuel
costs. Sales tax revenues increased $64,810 due to increased retail activity in the county.

Revenues

For purposes of this presentation, the Authority groups its revenues into the following
categories:

Contract Services — There were no significant changes in 2008.

Passenger Fares — Farebox fares and ticket sales are included here. The 22% increase in
passenger fares was attributed to an increase in the number of riders as a result of increasing fuel
prices.

Federal Grants and Reimbursements — The Authority received $456,955 in capitalized
maintenance to cover certain preventive maintenance costs incurred. The Authority was also
competitively awarded $50,000 through the New Freedom program.

State Grants and Reimbursements — The Ohio Department of Transportation allocates grants for
elderly and disabled programs. The Authority received $99,224. This category also includes
$76,064 for reimbursement for state fuel taxes paid by the Authority, and $139,104 for capital
maintenance costs.

Sales Tax Revenues — .25 mills is levied against Portage County sales tax, and in 2005 the
Authority renewed the levy to be permanent. For 2008, Sales Tax Revenues increased 2% and
generated approximately 50% of the Authority’s revenue (excluding capital contributions).

Interest Income — Interest income from Star Ohio is reported here and decreased 38% from 2007
to 2008. This is due to the decline in interest rates.

Sales of Capital Assets — This category includes the sale of old buses that have reached their
useful live and have been competitively sold.

Other Income — This category summarizes miscellaneous income and revenue from various
sources such as advertising, insurance, or special events.

Labor and Fringe Benefits — These personnel costs accounted for approximately 62% of all the
Authority operating expenses (excluding depreciation) in 2008. There was a 2% increase in this
category and is primarily due to 3% cost of living adjustments, a decrease in driving hours, and an
increase in the employer retirement contribution rate.

Services — These expenses are associated with work performed by outside consultants such as
advertising, legal fees, custodial, maintenance, training, employee background checks, and drug
testing. The expenses increased $264,356 (approximately 43%) from 2007 to 2008. In August
many of the Authority’s county drivers participated in a fourteen week voluntary strike, and a
transit company was hired to provide replacement drivers in order to maintain service. This was
the major reason for the increase to this category. Also there were additional legal expenses
associated with the strike.

Fuel & Lubricants & Supplies — Overall, these expenses increased approximately $422,683
(48%). Although the Authority participates in a joint procurement to increase buying power and
bid for diesel fuel, the base cost increased from $2.11 per gallon to $4.27 per gallon (resulting in a
102% increase). The Authority maximized efficiency in scheduling in order to offset the increase
in fuel costs.

Utilities — These expenses include public utilities (i.e. gas, electric, phone, sewer, water), as well
as satellite and cell phone. The utility expenses increased 45% as a result of natural gas and
electric price increases and operational changes to the Authority’s phone services. The Authority
added sixty (60) data cell phone lines to be used for communication in the buses with the Mobile
Data Terminals.

Casualty and Liability — The Authority belongs to an insurance pool of 11 transit agencies and
premiums are based on an annual actuarial study done by the Ohio Transit Risk Pool. This
expense decreased by 3% in 2008 as a result from a more competitive rate and better loss history
in the pool.

Miscellaneous — There was a slight increase in advertising & promotions, dues & subscriptions,
and travel & meetings.

Depreciation — This category includes depreciation on all capital assets, except land. The 10%
increase in 2008 is directly related to the increase in capital assets, which included buses, cameras,
and mobile data terminals.

Operations — These are expenses directly related to the operation of revenue vehicles. Included
are wages and fringe benefits of operators, dispatchers, customer service, as well as diesel fuel
and security costs.

Maintenance — Vehicle and facility maintenance labor costs, fringe benefits, and materials and
supplies are included in this category.

General Administration — Administrative personnel labor and fringe benefits are included in this
category, as well as public liability and property damage insurance, professional services,
advertising fees and office supplies.

Capital Assets

The Authority’s investment in capital assets amounts to approximately $8.1 million, net of
accumulated depreciation as of December 31, 2008, an increase of $.71 million (10%). Capital
assets include land and land improvements, revenue producing and service equipment, buildings
and structures, shop equipment, office furnishings, and computer equipment. The Authority
disposed of capital equipment, which had reached its useful life, and had a book value of
$371,853. Major capital asset expenditures during the current fiscal year included the purchase of
replacement vehicles and bus equipment, totaling $1.8 million.

Future Outlook

The passage of a permanent .25% sales & use tax in Portage County provides the continuing
funding source to stabilize the Authority’s future. With the growth in the past few years, the
Authority has reached a point where the stabilization of current transportation patterns will be
maintained. There is a concern for continuously rising costs for fuel and insurance. The continued
goal of the Authority will be to improve the efficiency and on-time performance of our service.

1. ORGANIZATION AND SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

A. ORGANIZATION

Portage Area Regional Transportation Authority (the Authority) was created pursuant to
Section 306.01 through 306.13 of the Ohio Revised Code for the purpose of providing
public transportation in Portage County, Ohio. As a political subdivision, it is distinct
from and is not an agency of, the State of Ohio or any other local government unit. The
Authority is not subject to federal or state income taxes.

Through May 1993, Portage Area Regional Transportation Authority acted as a pass-
through agency to the Kent State University Campus Bus Service, which operated
virtually all mass transportation service for the Kent/Ravenna area. In 1993, the Authority
commenced directly providing fixed route and demand responsive service in the
Kent/Ravenna area. The Federal Transportation Administration and the Ohio Department
of Transportation provide financial assistance and makes grants directly to the Authority
for operations and acquisition of property and equipment.

Under Ohio law, the Authority is authorized to levy a sale and use tax for transit
purposes, including both capital improvement and operating expenses, at the rate of .25
percent, .5 percent, 1 percent, or 1.5 percent if approved by a majority of the electors
residing within the territorial boundaries of the Authority. Such a sales and use tax is in
addition to the sales and use taxes levied by the State of Ohio and Portage County. On
November 8, 2005 the Portage County Voters elected to pass continuous sales and use
tax of one quarter of one percent (.25%).

Management believes the financial statements included in this report represent all of the
funds of the Authority over which the Authority has the ability to exercise direct
operating control.

B. REPORTING ENTITY

In evaluating how to define the Authority for financial reporting purposes, management
has considered all agencies, departments and organizations making up the Portage
County Regional Transportation Authority (the primary government) and its potential
component units consistent with Governmental Accounting Standards Board Statement
No. 14, “The Financial Reporting Entity.” The Authority has no component units. These
conclusions regarding the financial reporting entity are based on the concept of financial
accountability. The Authority is not financially accountable for any other organizations.

. BASIS OF ACCOUNTING

The Authority follows the accrual basis of accounting, whereby revenues and expenses
are recognized in the period earned or incurred. The measurement focus is on
determination of net income, financial position, and cash flows. All transactions are
accounted for in a single enterprise fund.

In accordance with Statement No. 20 of the Governmental Accounting Standards Board
Accounting and Financial Reporting for Proprietary Funds and Other Governmental
Entities that Use Proprietary Fund Accounting, the Authority has elected not to apply the
provisions of the statements and interpretations of the Financial Accounting Standards
Board issued after November 30, 1989. The Authority will continue applying all
applicable pronouncements issued by the Governmental Accounting Standards Board.

. CASH AND CASH EQUIVALENTS

The Authority considers highly liquid investments, with an original maturity of three
months or less, to be cash equivalents. Investment procedures are restricted by the
provisions of the Ohio Revised Code.

. RESTRICTED ASSETS

Restricted assets are Board designated annually and are required for the future purchase
of capital assets.

. PROPERTY, FACILITIES AND EQUIPMENT

Property, facilities and equipment are stated at historical cost. The costs of normal
maintenance and repairs are charged to operations as incurred.

Depreciation is computed using the straight-line method over the estimated useful lives of
the individual assets (3 to 40 years).

. MATERIALS AND SUPPLIES

Materials and supplies are stated at the lower of cost or market. Cost is determined on
the first-in, first-out (FIFO) basis. The costs of inventory items are recorded as expenses
when used.

. ACCUMULATED UNPAID VACATION AND PERSONAL LEAVE

Employees of the Authority are permitted to carry over year-end vacation and
personal/sick leave balances at various rates under the Authority’s policy.

GRANTS

Grants are recognized as nonoperating revenues in the accounting period in which they
are earned and become measurable.

BUDGETARY ACCOUNTING CONTROL

The Authority’s annual budget is prepared on the accrual basis of accounting as permitted
by law. The Authority maintains control by not permitting total expenditures to exceed
appropriations without approval of the Board.

. USE OF ESTIMATES

The accounting and reporting policies of the Authority conform to accounting principles
generally accepted in the United States of America (GAAP). The preparation of financial
statements in conformity with GAAP requires management to make estimates and
assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities and disclosure of
contingent assets and liabilities at the date of the financial statements and the reported
amounts of revenue and expenses during the reporting period. Actual results could differ
from those estimates.

. NET ASSETS

Equity is displayed in three components as follows:

Invested in Capital assets — This consists of capital assets, net of accumulated
depreciation, less the outstanding balances of any bonds, notes, or other borrowings that
are attributable to the acquisition, construction, or improvement of those assets.
Restricted — This consists of net assets that are legally restricted by outside parties or by
law through constitutional provisions or enabling legislation. The Authority has

restricted net assets for capital assets at December 31, 2008.

Unrestricted — This consists of net assets that do not meet the definition of “restricted”
or “invested in capital assets”.

M. NONEXCHANGE TRANSACTIONS

Nonexchange transactions, in which the Authority receives value without directly giving
equal value in return, primarily include grants for operating assistance as well as the
acquisition of property, facilities and equipment. Substantially all of the Authority’s
grants are reimbursement-type grants, which are recorded as revenue in the period the
related expenditures are incurred. Any grants received in advance of the period in which
the related expenditures are incurred, are recorded as restricted assets and as unearned
revenue.

N. CLASSIFICATION OF REVENUES

The Authority has classified its revenues as either operating or nonoperating. Operating
revenue includes activities that have the characteristics of exchange transactions
including passenger fares and contract services. Nonoperating revenue includes activities
that have the characteristics of nonexchange transactions, such as sales tax proceeds and
most federal, state, and local grants and contracts.

CASH AND INVESTMENTS

The investment and deposit of Authority monies are governed by the provisions of the Ohio
Revised Code. In accordance with these statutes, only banks located in Ohio and domestic
building and loan associations are eligible to hold public deposits. The statutes also permit
the Authority to invest its monies in certificates of deposit, commercial paper, savings
accounts, money market accounts, the State Treasurer’s Asset Reserve investment pool
(STAR Ohio) and obligations of the United States government or certain agencies thereof.
The Authority may also enter into repurchase agreements with any eligible depository or any
eligible dealer who is a member of the National Association of Securities Dealers for a
period not exceeding thirty days. The Authority is prohibited from investing in any financial
instrument, contract, or obligation whose value or return is based upon or linked to another
asset or index, or both, separate from the financial instrument, contract, or obligation itself
(commonly known as a derivative). The Authority is also prohibited from investing in
reverse repurchase agreements.

2. CASH AND INVESTMENTS — (Continued)

Custodial Credit Risk is the risk that, in the event of a bank failure, the Authority’s deposits
may not be returned. Public depositories must give security for all public funds on deposit.
These institutions may either specifically collateralize individual accounts in lieu of amounts
insured by the Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation (FDIC), or may pledge a pool of
government securities valued at least 105% of the total value of public monies on deposit at
the institution. Repurchase agreements must be secured by the specific government securities
upon which the repurchase agreements are based. These securities must be obligations of or
guaranteed by the United States and must mature or be redeemable within five years of the
date of the related repurchase agreement. The market value of the securities, subject to a
repurchase agreement, must exceed the value of the principal by 2% and be marked to market
daily.

Deposits: At fiscal year end, the carrying amount of the Authority’s deposits (excluding
change funds of $500) was $209,853 and the bank balance was $308,422. Of the bank
balance, $100,000 was covered by federal depository insurance and $208,422 was uninsured,
but collateralized with securities held by the pledging financial institution’s trust department
or agent not in the Authority’s name.

Investments: Interest Rate Risk- The Ohio Revised Code generally limits security purchases
to those that mature within five years of the settlement date. It is the Authority’s policy to
evaluate market conditions, interest rate forecasts, and cash flow requirements to consider the
term of an investment, with the goal being to buy where relative value exists along the
maturity spectrum.

Credit Risk- The Authority invested in STAR Ohio, with a year ending balance of
$1,122,892. This is rated AAA by Moody’s. STAR Ohio is an investment pool managed by
the State Treasurer's Office which allows governments within the State to pool their funds for
investment purposes. STAR Ohio is not registered with the SEC as an investment company,
but does operate in a manner consistent with Rule 2a7 of the Investment Company Act of
1940. Investments in STAR Ohio are valued at STAR Ohio's share price, which is the price
the investment could be sold for on December 31, 2008. The investment in STAR Ohio is a
direct contractual relationship and the investments are not supported by a transferable
instrument that evidences ownership or creditorship.

Concentration of Credit Risk- The Authority’s investment policy is to be diversified in its
holding of investments by avoiding concentrations of specific users. During the year, the
Authority’s investments were in STAR Ohio. These investments were secured within
pledged collateral held and in the name of the pledging institution, in which the investments
are held.

Interest revenue during fiscal year 2008 amounted to $25,885.

3. DEFINED BENEFIT PENSION PLAN

The employees of the Authority are covered by the Ohio Public Employees Retirement
System (OPERS). The State of Ohio accounts for the activities of the retirement system and
the amounts of these funds are not reflected in the accompanying financial statements.

OPERS administers three separate pension plans; The Traditional Pension Plan (TD), the
Member-Directed Plan (MD) and the Combined Plan (CP). The Traditional plan is a cost
sharing, multiple-employer defined benefit plan. The Member-Directed Plan is a defined
contribution plan in which the member invests both member and employer contributions
(employer contributions vest over five years at 20% per year). Under the MD plan, members
accumulate retirement assets equal to the value of member and (vested) employer
contributions, plus any investment earnings. The Combined Plan is a cost sharing, multiple-
employer defined pension plan. Under the CP, OPERS invests employer contributions to
provide a formula retirement benefit similar in nature to the TP plan benefit. Member
contributions, the investment of which is self-directed by the members, accumulate
retirement assets in a manner similar to the MD plan. OPERS provides retirement and
disability benefits, annual cost of living adjustments, and death benefits to plan members and
beneficiaries. Authority to establish and amend benefits is provided by state statute per
Chapter 145 of the Ohio Revised Code. OPERS issues a stand-alone financial report.

The Ohio Revised Code provides statutory authority for employee and employer
contributions. The employee contribution rates are 10% of covered payroll for employees.
For local government employer units the rate was 14% of covered payroll. The Authority’s
contributions for the years ending December 31, 2008, 2007, and 2006 were $467,446,
$473,057, and $303,266, respectively, equal to the required contributions for each year.

4. POSTEMPLOYMENT BENEFITS

The Ohio Public Employees Retirement System (OPERS) administers three separate pension
plans: the Traditional Plan — a cost sharing, multiple-employer defined benefit pension plan;
the Member-Directed Plan — a defined contribution plan; and the Combined Plan — a cost
sharing, multiple employer defined benefit pension plan that has elements of both a defined
benefit and defined contribution plan. OPERS provides retirement, disability, and survivor
benefits as well as post-retirement health care coverage to qualifying members of both the
Traditional Pension and the Combined Plans. Members of the Member Directed plan do not
qualify for ancillary benefits, including post-employment health care coverage provides
postretirement health care coverage to age and service retirees with ten or more years of
qualifying Ohio service credit with either the traditional or combined plans. Health care
coverage for disability recipients and primary survivor recipients is available. Members of
the member-directed plan do not qualify for postretirement health care coverage. In order to
qualify for post-retirement health care coverage, age-and-service retirees under the
Traditional Pension and Combined Plans must have 10 or more years of qualifying Ohio
service credit. Health care coverage for disability benefit recipients and qualified survivor
benefit recipients is available. The health care coverage provided by OPERS is considered
an Other Postemployment Benefit (OPB) as described in GASB Statement No. 12. A portion
of each employer's contribution is set aside for the funding of postretirement health care
based on authority granted by State statute. The 2008 employer contribution rate was 14
percent of covered payroll; 7.00 percent was the portion used to fund health care.

Benefits are advance-funded using the entry age normal actuarial cost method. Significant
actuarial assumptions, based on OPERS's latest actuarial review performed as of December
31, 2007 (the latest information available), include a rate of return on investments of 8
percent, an annual increase in active employee total payroll of 4 percent compounded
annually (assuming no change in the number of active employees), and an additional increase
in total payroll of between .5 percent and 6.3 percent based on additional annual pay
increases. Health care premiums were assumed to increase 4 percent annually.

All investments are carried at market value. For actuarial valuation purposes, a smoothed
market approach is used. Assets are adjusted to reflect 25 percent of unrealized market
appreciation or depreciation on investment assets annually.

Actual employer contributions for 2008 which were used to fund postemployment benefits
were $233,723. The actual contribution and the actuarial required contribution amounts are
the same. OPERS's net assets available for the payment of benefits at December 31, 2007
(the latest information available), was $12.8 billion. The actuarial accrued liability and the
unfunded actuarial accrued liability were $29.8 billion and $17 billion, respectively. The
number of active contributing participants in the traditional and combined plans was 363,503.
The number of active contributing participants for both plans used in the December 31, 2007,
actuarial valuation was 364,076.

4. POSTEMPLOYMENT BENEFITS — (Continued)

The Health Care Preservation Plan (HCPP) adopted by the OPERS Retirement Board on
September 9, 2004, was effective January 1, 2007. In addition to the HCPP, OPERS has
taken additional action to improve the solvency of the Health Care Fund in 2005 by creating
a separate investment pool for health care assets. As an additional component of the HCPP,
member and employer contribution rates increased as of January 1, 2008, which will allow
additional funds to be allocated to the health care plan.

5. OTHER EMPLOYEE BENEFITS

Compensated Absences - Employees of the Authority earn vacation and sick leave at various
rates under the Authority policy. In case of death, termination or retirement, an employee (or
his estate) is paid for portions of these benefits. The Authority records a liability for vacation,
holiday and sick hours earned but not used at year-end at the employee's current wage rate.
The Authority's obligation for this amount at December 31, 2008 was $138,206.

6. RISK MANAGEMENT

The Authority is a member of the Ohio Transit Risk Pool (OTRP), formerly the Ohio Transit
Insurance Pool (OTIP), a self-insurance pool created under Chapter 2744 of the Ohio
Revised Code. Under this plan, the Authority receives property and casualty loss coverage in
exchange for premiums paid. OTRP self-insures the first $250,000 of any qualified property
loss and the first $1,000,000 of any qualified casualty loss subject to a $1,000 per loss
deductible. Per occurrence, reinsurance coverage is maintained by OTRP equal to
approximately $200,000,000 for qualified property losses and $7,500,000 for qualified
casualty losses. Any underfunding of the plan’s liabilities is shared pro-rata by the members
based on pool contribution factors comprised of: population, full-time employees, vehicles,
property values, budget, claims history times two and net operating expenses. The Authority
continues to carry commercial insurance for all other risks of loss, including workers'
compensation and employee health and accident insurance. Settled claims resulting from
these risks have not exceeded commercial insurance coverage in any of the past three years.
The Authority has the following insurance coverage: Comprehensive General Liability,
Automobile Liability, Errors and Omissions, and Employee Benefits Liability. There has not
been a reduction in coverage from the prior year and claims have not exceeded the coverage
in any of the past three years. The Authority pays the State Worker’s Compensation System
a premium based on a rate per $100 of salaries.
