As discussed in Note 1, the Township has prepared these financia statements using accounting
practices the Auditor of State prescribes or permits. These practices differ from accounting principles
generaly accepted in the United States of America. Although | cannot reasonably determine the effects on
the financd datements of the variances between these regulatory accounting practices and accounting
principles generdly accepted in the United States of America, | presumethey are materid.

Revisonsto GAAP would require the Township to reformat its financid statement presentation and make
other changes effective for the year ended December 31, 2008 and 2009. Instead of the combined funds the
accompanying financia statements present for 2008 and 2009, the revision reguires presenting entity wide
gatements and aso to present larger (i.e. mgor) funds separatdy for 2008 and 2009. While the Township
does not follow GAAP, generaly accepted auditing standards require us to include the following paragraph
if the gatements do not substantidly conform to the new GAAP presentation requirements. The Auditor of
State permits, but does not require governments to reformat their statements. The Township has eected
not to reformat its datements. Since the Township does not use GAAP to measure its financid statement
amounts, the following paragraph does not imply the amounts reported are materially misstated under the
accounting basis the Auditor of State permits. My opinion on the fair presentation of the amounts
reported pursuant to its non-GAAP basisis in the second following paragraph.

In my opinion, because of the effects of the matter discussed in the preceding two paragraphs, the financid
datements referred to above do not present farly, in conformity with accounting principles generaly
accepted in the United States of America, the financia position of the Township as of December 31,
2008 and 2009, or its changesin financia postion for the year then ended.



Also, in my opinion, the finandd statements referred to above present fairly, in dl materid respects, the
combined fund cash balances of Elkrun Township, Columbiana County, Ohio, as of December 31, 2008 and
2009 and its combined cash receipts and disbursements and reserves for encumbrances for the year then
ended on the basis of accounting described in Note 1.

The aforementioned revison to generdly accepted accounting principles d o requires the Township to include
Management's Discussion and Analysis for the vear ended December 31, 2008 and 2009. The Township
has not presented Management's Discussion and Andysis, which accounting principles generdly accepted
In the United States of America has determined is necessary to supplement, athough not required to be part
of thefinancid statements.

1. SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

A. Description of the Entity

The Elkrun Township, Columbiana County, Ohio, is a body politic established to exercise the
rights and privileges conveyed to it by the constitution and laws of the State of Ohio. The
Township is directed by a publicly elected three-member Board of Trustees. The Township also
has an elected Fiscal Officer.

The reporting entity is the primary government.

The primary government consists of all funds, departments, boards and agencies that are not legally
separate from the Township. The Township provides general government services, maintenance of
Township roads and bridges, and cemetery maintenance. The Elkrun/Center Township Fire
Department provides fire protection. In addition the Township contracts with the West Point
Volunteer Fire Department and the Negley Volunteer Fire Department for additiona fire
protection. Police protection is provided by The Columbiana County Sheriffs Department.

Component units are legally separate organizations for which the Township is financially
accountable. The Township has no component units.

The Township's management believes these financial statements present al activities for which the
Township isfinancialy accountable.

B. Basisof Accounting

These financial statements follow the basis of accounting prescribed or permitted by the
Auditor of State, which is similar to the cash receipts and disbursements basis of
accounting. Receipts are recognized when received in cash rather than when earned, and
disbursements are recognized when paid rather than when a liability is incurred.
Budgetary presentations report budgetary expenditures when a commitment is made (i.e.,
when an encumbrance is approved).

These statements include adequate disclosure of materia matters, as prescribed or
permitted by the Auditor of State.

C. Cash and Investments
The Township’s accounting basis includes investments as assets. This basis does not
record disbursements for investment purchases or recepts for investment sales. This

basis records gains or |osses at the time of sale as receipts or disbursements, respectively.

The Township maintains an interest bearing checking account used by all funds. No
other investments are held by the Township. Certificates of deposit are valued at cost.

D. Fund Accounting

The Township uses fund accounting to segregate cash and investments that are restricted asto
use. The Township classifiesits funds into the following types:

1. General Fund

The General Fund is the general operating fund. It is used to account for all financia
resources except those required to be accounted for in another fund.

2. Special Revenue Fund

These funds are used to account for proceeds from specific sources (other than from trusts
or for capital projects) that are restricted to expenditure for specific purposes. The
Township had the following significant Specia Revenue Funds:

Road and Bridge Fund - This fund receives property tax money for constructing
maintaining and repairing Township roads and bridges.

Gasoline Tax Fund — This fund receives gasoline tax money to pay for constructing,
maintaining and repairing Township roads

Road District Fund -This fund receives property tax for constructing, maintaining and
repairing Township roads.

3. Debt Service Fund

The debt service fund is used to accumulate resources for the payment of note
indebtedness. The Township had the following significant debt service fund:

Note Retirement Fund — This fund receives property tax money to satisfy the issued
noted obligations of the Township to purchase equipment.

Capital Project Funds

These funds are used to account for receipts that are restricted for the acquisition or
construction of major capital projects (except those financed through enterprise funds). The
Township had the following significant capital project funds:

Miscellaneous Capital Project Fund - This fund receives revenues alocated from the
property and local taxes used for capital purchases.

Per manent Funds

These funds account for assets held under a trust agreement that are legally restricted to the
extent that only earnings, not principal, are available to support the Township’s programs.

Bequest Cemetery Endowment Fund — This fund receives interest earned on the
nonexpendable corpus from a trust agreement. These earnings are used for the general
maintenance and upkeep of the Township’s cemetery.

E. Budgetary Process

The Ohio Revised Code requires that each fund be budgeted annually.

1

Appropriations

Budgetary expenditures (that is, disbursements and encumbrances) may not exceed
appropriations at the fund, function or object level of control, and appropriations may not
exceed estimated resources. The Council must annually approve appropriation measures

and subsequent amendments. The County Budget Commission must also approve the
annual appropriation measure. Unencumbered appropriations lapse at year end.

Estimated Resour ces

Estimated resources include estimates of cash to be received (budgeted receipts) plus

unencumbered cash as of January 1. The County Budget Commission must also approve
estimated resources.

Encumbrances

The Ohio Revised Code reguires the Township to reserve (encumber) appropriations when
commitments are made. Encumbrances outstanding at year end are carried over, and need
not be reappropriated.

F. Property, Plant, and Equipment

Acquisitions of property, plant, and equipment are recorded as disbursements when paid.
These items are not refl ected as assets on the accompanying financial statements.

G. Accumulated Leave

In certain circumstances, such as upon leaving employment, employees are entitled to
cash payments for unused leave. Unpaid leave is not reflected as a liability under the

Township's basis of accounting.

EQUITY IN POOLED CASH AND INVESTMENTS

The Township maintains a cash and investments pool all funds use. The Ohio Revised Code
prescribes allowable deposits and investments. The carrying amount of cash and investments at

December 31 was as follows;

Deposits: Deposits are insured by the Federal Depository Insurance Corporation; or collaterdized by
the financial institution’s public entity deposit pool.

PROPERTY TAX

Real property taxes become alien on January 1 preceding the October 1 date for which
rates are adopted by Township Council. The State Board of Tax Equalization adjusts these
rates for inflation. Property taxes are aso reduced for applicable homestead and rollback
deductions. Homestead and rollback amounts are then paid by the State, and are reflected in
the accompanying financial statements as Intergovernmental Receipts. Payments are due
to the County by December 31. If the property owner elects to make semiannual payments,

thefirst half is due December 31. The second half payment is due the following June 20.

Public utilities are also taxed on personal and real property located within the Township.
Tangible personal property tax is assessed by the property owners, who must file alist of such

property to the County by each April 30.

The County is responsible for assessing property, and for billing, collecting, and distributing all
property taxes on behalf of the Township.

PENS ON PLAN

The Township's law enforcement officers belong to the Ohio Police and Fire Pension Funds
(OP&F). Other full-time employees belong to the Ohio Public Employees Retirement
System (OPERS). OP& F and OPERS are cost-sharing, multiple-employer plans. These plans
provide retirement benefits, including postretirement healthcare, and survivor and disability
benefits to participants as prescribed by the Ohio Revised Code.

Ohio Public Employees Retirement System
All Township full -time employees participate in the Ohio Public Employees Retirement System
(OPERS). OPERS adminigtersthree separate pension plans, as described below:

e The Traditional Pension Plan (TP) - a cost-sharing multiple-employer defined benefit
pension plan;

e The Member-Directed Plan (MD) - a defined contribution plan in which the member
invests both member and employer contributions (employer contributions vest over
five years at 20 percent per year). Under the Member-Directed Plan, members
accumul ate retirement assets equal to the value of member and (vested) employer
contributions plus any investment earnings;

e The Combined Plan (CO) - a cost-sharing multiple-employer defined benefit pension
plan. Under the Combined Plan employer contributions are invested by the retirement
system to provide a formula retirement benefit similar in nature to the Traditional
Pension Plan benefit. Member contributions, the investment of which is self-directed by
the members, accumulate retirement assets in a manner similar to the Member-Directed
Plan.

Ohio Public Employees Retirement System

PERS provides retirement, disability, survivor, and death benefits and annual cost of
living adjustments to members of both the Traditional Pension and the Combined plans.
Members of the Member-Directed Plan do not qualify for ancillary benefits. Township
to establish and amend benefits is provided by State statute per Chapter 145 of the Ohio
Revised Code. OPERS issues a stand-alone financia report. Interested parties may
obtain a copy by making a written request to 277 East Town Street, Columbus, Ohio
43215-4642 or by calling (614) 222-6701 or 1-800-222-7377.

The Ohio Revised Code provides statutory Township for member and employer
contributions. For 2008, member and employer contribution rates were consistent across
al three plans (TP, MD, and CO). Plan members are required to contribute 10 percent
for 2008 and 10.00 percent for 2009 of their annual covered salary to fund pension
obligations. The employer pension contribution rate for the Township was 14.00%
for 2008 and 14.00% for 2009 of covered payroll. The Township's required
contributions to OPERS for the fiscal years ended December 31, 2009, 2008, and 2007
were $15,861, $15,804 and $12,158 respectively. 100 percent has been contributed for
2009 2008 and 2007.

8. POST-EMPLOYMENT BENEFITS

Ohio Public Employees Retirement System

The Ohio Public Employees Retirement System (OPERS) provides post-retirement
health care coverage to age and service retirees with ten or more years of qualifying Ohio
service credit. Health care coverage for disability recipients and primary survivor
recipients is available with both the Traditional and the Combined Plan; however, health
care benefits are not statutorily guaranteed. Members of the Member-Directed Plan do
not qualify for ancillary benefits, including post-employment health care coverage. The
health care coverage provided by the retirement system is considered an Other Post-
Employment Benefit (OPEB) as described in GASB Statement No. 12. A portion of
each employer's contribution to OPERS is set aside for the funding of post-retirement
health care.

Ohio Public Employees Retirement System

The Ohio Revised Code provides statutory Township for employer contributions. The
employer pension contribution rate for the Township was 14 percent for 2008 and 14 percent
for 2009 of covered payroll, 7.0% (2008 through March 31, 2009) and 5.5% (from April
1, through December 31, 2009) was the portion that was used to fund health care.

Benefits are advance-funded using the entry age norma actuarial cost method of vauation.
Significant actuarial assumptions, based on OPERS latest actuarial review performed as of
December 31, 2008, include arate of return on investments of 8 percent, an annua increase in
active employee totd payroll of 4 percent compounded annually (assuming no change in the
number of active employees) and an additiond increase in tota payroll of between .50 percent
and 6.30 percent based on additiona annua pay increases.

Hedth care costs were assumed to increase a the projected wage inflation rate plus an
additional factor ranging from 1 percent to 6 percent for the next 8 years. In subsequent years
(9 and beyond) hedth care costs were assumed to increase a 4 percent (the projected wage
inflation rate).

All investments are carried at market. For actuaria valuation purposes, a smoothed market
goproach is used. Assats are adjusted to reflect 25 percent of unredized market appreciation or
depreciation on investment assets.

At December 31, 2009, the number of active contributing participants in the Traditiond Pension
and Combined Plans totaled 376,109. The actud contribution and the actuaridly required
contribution amounts are the same. OPERS net assets available for payment of benefits at
December 31, 2008 (the latest information available) were $10.5 hillion. The actuarialy
accrued liability and the unfunded actuaria accrued liability were $26.9 billion and $16.4

billion, respectively.

On September 9, 2008 the OPERS Retirement Board adopted a Hedth Care Preservation Plan
(HCPP) with an effective date of January 1, 2009. The HCPP restructures OPERS hedlth care
coverage to improve the financial solvency of the fund in response to skyrocketing hedth care
costs.

Under the HCPP, retirees digible for hedlth care coverage will receive a graded monthly alocation
based on their years of service a retirement. The Plan incorporates a cafeteriaapproach, offering
abroad range of hedlth care options that dlow benefit recipients to use their monthly alocation
to purchase hedth care coverage customized to meet thar individua needs. If the monthly
alocation exceeds the cost of the options sdected, the excessis deposited into a Retiree Medicd
Account that can be used to fund future health care expenses.

9. CHANGE IN BASISOF ACCOUNTING

In 2007, the Township reported their fund financial statements by the modified cash basis of
accounting. In 2008 and 2009, the Township has prepared their financia statements using
the regulatory basis of accounting as prescribed by the State Auditor’s Office.
