The management’s discussion and analysis of the Great Lakes Council of Governments (the “Council”) financial performance
provides an overall review of the Council’s financial activities for fiscal vear 2015, within the limitations of the Council’s cash basis
of accountina. The intent of this discussion and analvsis is to look at the Council’s financial performance as a whole: readers should
also review the notes to the basic financial statements and cash-basis financial statements to enhance their understanding of the
Council’s financial performance.

Financial Highlights
Key Financial highlights for fiscal year 2015 are as follows:
e Intotal, net position was $1,004,675 at June 30, 2015.

e The Council had operatina cash receipts of $13,463,609 for fiscal year 2015. The Council had operating cash
disbursements of $14,009,870 for fiscal year 2015.

Using these Cash-Basis Financial Statements

This annual report is presented in a format consistent with the presentation reauirements of the Governmental Accountina Standards
Board (GASB) Statement No. 34, as applicable to the Council’s cash basis of accountina. This annual report consists of a series of
financial statements and notes to those statements. These statements are oraanized so the reader can understand the Council’s financial
activities. The Statement of Net Position - Cash Basis and the Statement of Cash Receipts, Cash Disbursements, and Changes in Net
Cash Position - Cash Basis provide information about the activities of the Council.

Reporting the Council Financial Activities

Statement of Net Position-Cash Basis and Statements of Cash Receipts. Cash Disbursements. and Chanaes in Net Cash
Position. These documents look at all financial transactions and ask the question. “How did we do financially during 2015?” The
Statement of Net Cash Position - Cash Basis and Statement of Cash Receipts, Cash Disbursements, and Changes in Net Cash Position
- Cash Basis - answers this question.

These statements include only net position usina the cash basis of accountina, which is a basis of accountina other than accounting
principles aenerally accepted in the United States of America. This basis of accounting takes into account only the current year’s
receipts and disbursements if the cash is actually received or paid. These two statements report the Council’s net cash position and
chanaes in that cash position on a cash basis. This chanae in net cash position is important because it tells the reader that, for the
Council as a whole, the cash basis financial position of the Council has improved or diminished.

As a result of the use of the cash basis of accountina, certain assets and their related revenues (such as accounts receivable) and
liabilities and their related expenses (such as claims pavable) are not recorded in these cash-basis financial statements. Therefore,
when reviewina the financial information and discussion within this annual report, the reader should keep in mind the limitations
resulting from the use of the cash basis of accounting.

Over time, net position can serve as a useful indicator of a government’s financial position. At June 30, 2015, the Council’s net
position totaled $1,004,675.

Current Financial Related Activities

The Council is owned and operated by 3 school districts in Ohio. The Council’s main source of receipts is premiums paid by the
member school districts. The Council is committed to providina its member districts with the advantaaes of a larae buvina
cooperative, while maintainina control by the local district leadership. Underwritina considerations are of utmost importance in
reviewina new membership applications, as the Council is committed to protecting the lona-term financial interests of its core
members, and will not admit a new member that will adversely impact premiums and claims payments.

The Council Trustees and its Third Party Administrator, Mutual Health Services, continually discuss program enhancements to the
existing product line, in addition to watching for new opportunities for Council members.

Establishina premiums that satisfv all claims, administration fees. and other expenses for the Council. in addition to enhancina the net
cash position is important for the short-term and lona-term interests of the Council. The most sianificant challenae facina the Council
Trustees is the current trend of skvrocketina health care costs. primarilv medical and prescription drua. These two proarams were the
impetus that brouaht the participatinag districts toaether in an attempt to benefit from the economies of scale that could be reaped from
a aroup of approximatelv 832 covered emplovees, in lieu of each individual district independently enterina the insurance marketplace.
As the claims costs for medical and prescription drua continue to escalate, the Trustees are faced with the unviable task of attempting
to balance a quality benefits offering within the financial constraints facing Ohio’s public school districts. This is much the same as
the dilemma facina American business today. and is complicated by the fact that most of the School Districts in the Council must
collectivelv baraain levels with the respective emplovee unions. Member School Districts mav also have more than one plan desian,
depending on negotiated agreements. The challenge is set before the Council and its’ Trustees, and the future looks better from the
collective, as opposed to individual, view of the participating districts.

1. DESCIPTION OF THE ENTITY

The Great Lakes Council of Governments, (the Council) is a body politic and corporate established for the purpose of exercising the
rights and privileges conveyed to it by the constitution and laws of the State of Ohio as defined by Chapter 167 of the Ohio Revised
Code.

The Council is a claims-servicing pool as defined by Government Accounting Standards Board Statement No.10 as amended by
GASB statement 30. It was formed to carry out a cooperative program for the provisions and administration of health care benefits for
member employees in accordance with the Council-by-laws.

The Council is directed by a Governing Board, consisting of the Superintendents or designee of the participating school districts. As of
June 30, 2015 there were three participating members of the Council.

The Council is committed to providing its member districts with the advantages of a large buying cooperative, while maintaining
control by the local district leadership. Underwriting considerations are of utmost importance in reviewing new membership
applications, as the Council is committed to protecting the long-term financial interests of its core members, and will not admit a new
member that will adversely impact premiums and claims payments.

Members pay monthly premiums (program costs) that are placed in a common fund from which eligible claims are paid for member
employees and their covered dependents. Claims are paid for all participants regardless of claims flow, resulting in a transfer of all
risk. The Board of Directors annually estimate and set the amount of funds necessary in order to have funds available to pay all claims
which could be made Under the Health Benefits Plan by covered persons which would not be paid aggregate and specific stop-

loss insurance coverage, and said amounts will be placed in a reserve fund.

The Council's management believes these financial statements present all activities for which the Council is financially accountable.

2. SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

As discussed further in Note 2.B.. these financial statements are presented on the cash basis of accountina. This cash basis of
accountina differs from accountina principles aenerally accepted in the United States of America (GAAP). GAAP includes all
relevant Governmental Accounting Standards Board (GASB) pronouncements, which have been applied to the extent they are
anplicable to the cash basis of accountina. In cases where these cash basis statements contain items that are the same as, or similar to,
those items in the financial statements prepared in conformity with GAAP, similar informative disclosures are provided.

A. Basis of Presentation

The Consortium’s financial statements consist of a statement of net position — cash basis and statement of cash receipts, cash
disbursements and changes in net cash position — cash basis.

B. Basis of Accounting

The Council’s financial statements are prepared using the cash basis of accounting. Receipts are recognized when received in cash
rather than when earned, and disbursements are recognized when paid rather than when a liability is incurred.

C. Cash and Investments

Investments are reported as assets. Accordingly, purchases of investments are not recorded as disbursements, and sales of investments
are not recorded as receipts. Gains or losses at the time of sale are recorded as receipts or disbursements, respectively. The Council
has no investments.

D. Fund Accounting

The Council uses an enterprise fund to account for operations (a) that are financed and operated in a manner similar to private business
enterprises, where the intent of the governing body is that the costs of providing goods and services to the general public on a
continuing basis be financed or recovered primarily through user charges; (b) where the governing body has decided that periodic
determination of revenues earned, expenses incurred, and/or net income is appropriate for public policy, management control,
accountability or other purposes.

Operating cash receipts are those receipts that are generated directly from the primary activity of the Council. Operating cash
disbursements are necessary costs incurred to provide the service that is the primary activity of the Council. All cash receipts and cash
disbursements not meeting this definition are reported as non-operating.

E. Net Cash Position

Net cash position is reported as restricted when there are limitation imposed on their use either through the enabling legislation or
through external restrictions imposed by creditors, grantors, or laws or regulations of other governments. The Council had no
restricted net cash position at fiscal year-end.

3. EQUITY IN POOLED CASH

The Council maintains a cash account. The Ohio Revised Code prescribes allowable deposits. The carrying amount of cash at June 30
was as follows:

Deposits: Deposits are either insured by the Federal Depository Insurance Corporation; or collateralized by the financial institution's
public entity deposit pool.

4. BUDGETARY ACTIVITY

The Council is not required to follow the budaetary process by law, but incorporated in the bvlaws that on or before June 30. a written
estimate shall be submitted to the Trustees of the program costs for the ensuing fiscal year and members’ shares of those program
costs.

5. RISK MANAGEMENT

The Council contracted with a third party administrator, Medical Mutual Services, LLC for the year ended June 30, 2015, to
process and pay health benefit claims incurred by its members. Payments are made by members to the Council for monthly health
insurance premiums, monthly stop-loss premiums, and administrative charges. The Treasurer approves monthly payments to the
third party administrators for actual insurance claims processed, stop-loss premiums and administrative charges incurred on behalf
of the Council members. If the members aggregate contributions less expenses cause it to have a negative cash balance, the Council
shall direct the Fiscal Agent to promptly notify in writing each member of any additional funds necessary to correct the deficiency.
Whereupon each Member shall appropriate (pursuant to Chapter 5705 of the Revised Code) the amount stated in that notice and
remit the same to the Fiscal Agent within the time periods determined by the Council.

The Council employs reinsurance agreements (stop-loss coverage) to reduce its risk that large losses may be incurred on medical
claims. This allows The Council to recover a portion of losses on claims from re-insurers, although it does not discharge their primary
liability.

An actuarial valuation of the health care plan is prepared annually under guidelines set forth in Actuarial Standard of Practice No. 5
Incurred Health Claims Liabilities (ASB 5) of the Actuarial Standards Board of the American Academy of Actuaries. The purpose of
the valuation is to compare this liability to funds reserved. The method and assumptions utilized for measuring an actuarial liability
are critical to the determination as to whether funds are adequate.

A comparison of the Council’s cash to the actuarially-measured liability as of June 30, 2015 as follows.

The following illustrates how the Council's cash receipts compared to related payments of claims and other cash
disbursements made by the Council as of the end of the fiscal year June 30, 2015 and June 30, 2014

Premiums and Investment Income: This line represents the total fiscal years gross received premiums, investment
income and other receipts.

Unallocated cash disbursements: The amount represents the total non-claim disbursements of the Council for the fiscal
year including premiums, administrative fees, professional fees, and other miscellaneous cash disbursements.

Paid Claims: This amount represents the cumulative net amount of claims paid as of the end of the accident year.

The Council reports data on the cash basis of accounting. Premiums and other income are recorded when received and
unallocated cash disbursements and claims are recorded when paid by the Council. A claims liability is not recorded
under the Council's cash basis of accounting. The Council became self-insured on July 1, 2013. Therefore, there is no data
prior to 2014 to show.

We have audited in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States and the Comptroller
General of the United States’ Government Auditing Standards, the financial statements of the Great Lakes Council of
Governments, Cuyahoga County, Ohio as of and for the fiscal year ended June 30, 2015, and the related notes to the
financial statements, which collectively comprise the Great Lakes Council of Governments’ basic financial statements
and have issued our report thereon dated September 23, 2015, wherein we noted the Great Lakes Council of
Governments uses a special purpose framework other than generally accepted accounting principles.

Internal Control Over Financial Reporting

As part of our financial statement audit, we considered the Great Lakes Council of Governments’ internal control over
financial reporting (internal control) to determine the audit procedures appropriate in the circumstances to the extent
necessary to support our opinion on the financial statements, but not to the extent necessary to opine on the effectiveness
of the Great Lakes Council of Governments’ internal control. Accordingly, we have not opined on it.

A deficiency in internal control exists when the design or operation of a control does not allow management or
employees, when performing their assigned functions, to prevent, or detect and timely correct misstatements. A material
weakness is a deficiency, or combination of internal control deficiencies resulting in a reasonable possibility that internal
control will not prevent or detect and timely correct a material misstatement of the Great Lakes Council of Governments’
financial statements. A significant deficiency is a deficiency, or a combination of deficiencies, in internal control that is
less severe than a material weakness, yet important enough to merit attention by those charged with governance.

Our consideration of internal control was for the limited purpose described in the first paragraph of this section and was
not designed to identify all internal control deficiencies that might be material weaknesses or significant deficiencies.
Given these limitations, we did not identify any deficiencies in internal control that we consider material weaknesses.
