Report on the Financial Statements 
 
We have audited the accompanying financial statements of the Summit Academy Community School - Parma, 
Cuyahoga County, Ohio, (the “School”) as of and for the year ended June 30, 2018, and the related notes to the 
financial statements, which collectively comprise the School’s basic financial statements as listed in the table 
of contents. 
 
Management’s Responsibility for the Financial Statements

Such information, although not a part of the basic 
financial statements, is required by the Governmental Accounting Standards Board who considers it to be an 
essential part of financial reporting for placing the basic financial statements in an appropriate operational, 
economic, or historical context. We have applied certain limited procedures to the required supplementary 
information in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of America, which 
consisted of inquiries of management about the methods of preparing the information and comparing the 
information for consistency with management’s responses to our inquiries, the basic financial statements, and 
other knowledge we obtained during our audit of the basic financial statements. We do not express an opinion 
or provide any assurance on the information because the limited procedures do not provide us with sufficient 
evidence to express an opinion or provide any assurance.

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NOTE 11 - CONTINGENCIES

The School received financial assistance from federal and state agencies in the form of grants. The
expenditure of funds received under these programs generally requires compliance with terms and conditions
specified in the grant agreements and are subject to audit by the grantor agencies. Any disallowed claims
resulting from such audits could become a liability. However, in the opinion of management, any such
disallowed claims will not have a material adverse effect on the overall financial position of the School at June
30, 2018.

NOTE 12 – TAX EXEMPT STATUS

Effective November 5, 2002, the School was granted its status as a tax exempt, non-profit organization under
Internal Revenue Code Section 501(c) (3).

Generally accepted accounting principles require the School to evaluate the level of uncertainty related to
whether tax positions taken will be sustained upon examination. Any positions taken that do not meet the
more-likely-than-not threshold must be quantified and recorded as a liability for unrecognized tax benefits in
the accompanying statements of financial position along with interest and penalties that would be payable to
the taxing authorities upon examination. Management believes that none of the tax positions taken would
materially impact the financial statements, and no such liabilities have been recorded.

NOTE 13 – SCHOOL FOUNDATION FUNDING

School foundation funding is based on the annualized full-time equivalent (FTE) enrollment of each student.
However, there is an important nexus between attendance and enrollment for Foundation funding purposes.
Community schools must provide documentation that clearly demonstrates students have participated in
learning opportunities. The Ohio Department of Education (ODE) is legislatively required to adjust/reconcile
funding as enrollment information is updated by schools throughout the State, which can extend past the fiscal
year end.

Under Ohio Rev. Code Section 3314.08, ODE may also perform a FTE Review subsequent to the fiscal year
end that may result in an additional adjustment to the enrollment information as well as claw backs of
Foundation funding due to a lack of evidence to support student participation and other matters of
noncompliance. ODE did not perform such a review on the School for fiscal year 2018. 

As of the date of this report, all ODE adjustments through fiscal year 2018 have been completed.

In addition, the School’s contracts with their Sponsor and Management Company require payment based on
revenues received from the State. As discussed above, all ODE adjustments through fiscal year 2018 have
been completed. A reconciliation between payments previously made and the FTE adjustments has taken place
with these contracts.

NOTE 14 – MANAGEMENT COMPANY EXPENSES

As per the agreement with SAM (See Note 5), 100 percent of the School’s revenue is paid to SAM as a
management fee. The related ‘purchased services’ expense totaled $1,579,061 for the year ended June 30,
2018. For 2018, the purchased service amount includes a decrease in expense of $1,843,948, related to the
change in net pension and OPEB liabilities and related accruals. Primarily this decrease was the result of a
change in benefit terms in which STRS reduced their COLA to zero coupled by a slight reduction in COLA
benefits by SERS.
